Scope

This Questionnaire addresses the development of an Appendix II Korean experience on access network installation procedures. Replies should be sent to the Rapporteur of Question 2/6 by 31 March 2008 at the latest, to allow time for data processing and analysis before the next Study Group 6 meeting (Wuhan, China 14 – 18 April 2008).

A2
Objective

With the advent of a highly networked society, the need for broadband services increases. To meet these services, optical fibre network is extensively deployed. The installation of optical fibre needs an empty underground duct, and if there are no spare ducts, an additional duct should be constructed, which makes it expensive to deploy FTTx. Recently, copper cables are replaced by optical fibre cable to cope with the number of increasing FTTx subscribers. It is, however, difficult to pull out copper cable from the duct. Actually, pulling operation with conventional winching equipment has difficulties when the diameter of copper cable is larger than 50 mm. Therefore an easier method to pull out copper cables is required.
As a new appendix for ITU-T Recommendation L.35, access network installation procedures have been proposed by Korea Telecom. ITU-T SG 6 reviewed the procedures and agreed that a questionnaire on installation of telecommunication infrastructure in urban areas shall be submitted and with all the information, a Handbook will be prepared. Question 2/6 is responsible for developing a Handbook. Before starting this program, I would like to collect opinions, information and experiences about the procedures.
