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Further to consideration by Study Group 3 on 3 April 2008 of Contributions COM 3 – C 30, C 30 Add.1, C 50 and C 57 (attached as annexes to this statement) on the subject of IP addressing, Study Group 3 wishes to inform Study Group 2 that it was agreed:

· To refer ITU delegates to the information contained in the attached annexes to this liaison statement as providing information and links to data and  analysis that are relevant to the economic, tariff and accounting questions raised by Syria in COM 3 – C 30;

· That the Director of TSB be invited to cooperate with the Director of BDT and the Secretary-General to organize a joint workshop, in particular to address the questions raised in C 30 and its addendum;

Study Group 3 is aware of the valuable work undertaken by Study Group 2 on this issue and requests that it provide to the Director of TSB issues that it identifies, if any, that it believes should be considered for inclusion in the workshop agenda.
