to review the allocations to services in the HF bands, taking account of the impact of new modulation and adaptive control techniques and any recommendations by WRC-03 on the adequacy of the frequency allocations for HF broadcasting and the fixed and mobile services (excluding those bands whose allotment plans are in Appendices 25, 26 and 27), from about 4 MHz to 10 MHz;

Reasons:
WRC-03 is competent to make all the decisions that are necessary for allocations within the 4-10 MHz spectral band through its agenda items 1.23 and 1.36. These are the two agenda items wherein the possibility of additional allocations for the amateur service and the broadcasting service can be decided. All the data and analyses associated with these possibilities have been done, have been thoroughly documented in the CPM Report and in other ITU-R documents. No other allocation issues for this 6 MHz band of the HF spectrum are anticipated.

Furthermore, there is considerable pressure to limit the agendas of future WRCs. This preliminary agenda item was entered at WRC-2000 at a time when the current budgetary limitations had not been decided upon. It is clearly one that does not need to be placed on the agenda for a WRC four years hence when nothing fundamentally new will occur after 2003.
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
