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RESOLUTION  114  (WRC-95)

Use of the band 5 091-5 150 MHz by the fixed-satellite service (Earth-to-space) (limited to feeder links of the non-geostationary mobile-satellite service)

Reasons:
Due to the uncertainty as to whether RNSS can provide a future low visibility landing system, the current situation of MLS development seems not to have moved since 1995, date of Resolution 114, and no further development of MLS is confirmed by ICAO. The CPM text states that “the current radio regulation mechanism, with an extension of the date 2010 to 2018, would meet the current aviation requirements”. At least one non-GSO MSS system has feeder links operating in the band 5 091-5 250 MHz under the FSS frequency allocation, and this system will continue to operate in the foreseen future with the proposed initial implementation hardware/software.
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
