Introduction

ITU-R studies, in addressing sharing of EESS (active) with existing services in the 432‑438 MHz band, established an extensive revision to Recommendation ITU‑R SA.1260 which assured compatibility through the imposition of technical and operational constraints on the EESS (active). APT therefore proposes a secondary allocation to EESS (active) in the band 432‑438 MHz, subject to the imposition of constraints in Recommendation ITU-R SA.1260.
Proposals

APT proposes the adoption of Method A1 of the CPM Report: a secondary allocation to EESS (active) in the band of 432-438 MHz subject to this allocation being compliant with Recommendation ITU-R SA.1260-1, which could be incorporated by reference.

APT therefore proposes amendment of Article 5 of the Radio Regulations as shown below. This proposal provides a single worldwide allocation to the EESS.
