to consider results of ITU-R studies in accordance with Resolution 222 (WRC‑2000) to ensure spectrum availability and protection for the aeronautical mobile-satellite (R) service and the GMDSS, and to take appropriate action on this subject, while retaining the generic allocation for the MSS;

Reasons:
Work has progressed well in ITU-R on this item in response to Resolution 222. The results of this work can be documented in (an) ITU-R Recommendation(s), and need not be considered at the WRC. MSS operators have been providing service in these bands for a number of years and no availability issues for AMS(R)S or GMDSS have been raised. In addition, the issue of pre-emptive access for shore-based distress and safety communications is to be dealt with at WRC‑03 under agenda item 1.10.2.

PART II

Proposals for new items to be included on the agenda for the next WRC
