Based on the results of the ITU-R studies for Resolution 736 resolves 4 and Method A of the CPM Report, Australia supports the APT Common Proposal detailing the upgrade of the RLS to primary and the modifications to No. 5.448B.
Method A in the CPM Report for resolves 4 not only provides for the upgrade of RLS to co-primary but indicates that for sharing between RLS and RNS the Conference should consider a footnote to provide protection of current and future safety-of-life systems in the RNS from the RLS. This proposal could be considered as complementing the ACP as it more closely follows the requirements of Method A of the CPM Report.
