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Introduction

Under the provisions in No. 5.311, assignments may be made to television stations using frequency modulation in the broadcasting-satellite service within the frequency band 620-790 MHz.

The ITU-R studies have concluded that protection of terrestrial services by HEO BSS systems in the 620-790 MHz band requires further study, noting that the current limits in No. 5.311 were developed as interim values.

Acknowledging that the use of the band 620-790 MHz by the broadcasting service in most parts of Region 1 and one country in Region 3 is subject to revision by RRC 04/05, future ITU-R studies would have to take into account, in particular, the expected characteristics of the terrestrial and space systems in the band, the type of modulation used, the maximum number of BSS satellites that may be operated simultaneously, and the need for single entry pfd and/or an aggregate pfd limits.

With regard to the sharing with other satellite systems over the same service area, it is worth noting that the use of the band 620-790 MHz by the broadcasting-satellite service (GSO and non-GSO, including HEO) is based on space and earth station antennas with no or very low angular discrimination characteristics that are not commensurate with achieving the necessary protection requirements.

Geostationary‑satellite systems do not hence provide, from the point of view of efficient use of orbit-spectrum resources, any specific advantage that would warrant the type of priority afforded by No. 22.2. On this basis, replacing the application of No. 22.2 by the relevant coordination procedures between non-GSO and GSO systems will obviously not lead to any increase in the number of co-coverage BSS systems in the 620-790 MHz frequency band.

France therefore proposes that non-GSO and GSO BSS systems in the band 620-790 MHz be treated on an equal footing by applying Nos. 9.12, 9.12A and 9.13 and suppressing the application of No. 22.2.

In the band 620-790 MHz, No. 22.2 shall continue to apply to assignments to non‑geostationary‑satellite systems in the broadcasting-satellite service for which complete notification information is considered to have been received by the Bureau prior to 5 July 2003 in respect of assignments to geostationary satellite networks in the broadcasting-satellite service for which complete coordination information is considered to have been received by the Bureau prior to 

5 July 2003. In all other cases, the use of the band 620-790 MHz by networks or systems in the broadcasting-satellite service is subject to the application of the provisions of Nos. 9.12, 9.12A and 9.13, and No. 22.2 does not apply.

Reasons:
In order to put GSO and non-GSO systems on an equal basis, replacing the application of No. 22.2 by coordination among GSO and non-GSO systems, with transitional provisions as provided by the CPM Report.
