Reasons:

5 150-5 250: The Republic of Korea supports the new primary allocation to the mobile service in the band 5 150-5 250 MHz for the implementation of WAS (wireless access systems), including RLANs. In order to ensure the protection of the existing services, new footnotes specifying the operational and technical constraints for these new applications should be added (see KOR/109A3/9 and 10). As for the outdoor usage of the 5 250-5 350 MHz band for RLANs and FWA, the Republic of Korea also supports the new primary allocation to the mobile service and the fixed service in Region 3 (see KOR/109A3/2).

5 250-5 350 MHz, 5 470-5 725 MHz: The Republic of Korea supports the new primary allocation to the mobile service in the band 5 250-5 350 MHz, 5 470-5 725 MHz for the implementation of WAS (wireless access systems) including RLANs. In order to ensure the protection of the existing services, a new footnote specifying the operational and technical constraints for these applications should be added (see KOR/109A3/11).
The Republic of Korea also supports the primary allocation of the frequency band 5 460-5 570 MHz to the Earth exploration-satellite (active) and space research (active) services, provided that this band is also allocated to the mobile service on a primary basis.
The constraints stated in the current footnote 5.448B for EESS (active) should be extended accordingly to the band 5 460-5 570 MHz (see KOR/109A3/14), and the same kind of constraints should be specified as well to the space research (active) service (see KOR/109A3/15).
The radiolocation service in the band 5 350-5 650 MHz needs to be upgraded when the band is allocated to the mobile service on a primary basis, in order to provide the radiolocation service with an equal status to the mobile service.
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
