This document contains the reply from ITU-T Study Group 9 to the liaison statement sent by the Chairman of ITU-D Study Group 2 on 25 September 2000, the contents of which was agreed at the ITU-D Study Group meeting in September 2000 (Ref. Document 2/210).

Study Group 9 has gratefully received your last liaison statement, and wishes to assure you that the need to ensure good co-ordination between our work and the work of ITU-R Study Group 6 on standards in the field of broadcasting is a high priority of Study Group 9 also. We appreciate that identical or interoperable standards for programme delivery applications that are similar in the area of activity of the two Study Groups are of great importance and value to the end-users of the service, particularly those in developing countries.

There have been in the past and there will been in the future some occasions when such co-ordination cannot be achieved because of time constraints or because of objective fundamental differences in requirements for broadcasting operation and for cable television operation, or because some standards are already firmly entrenched in the market place. However we have established an excellent mutual understanding with Study Group 6, with which we have developed co-operation mechanisms that are proving to be effective when they can be applied.

Such mechanisms already exist for instance in the study of Application Programming Interfaces and other Internet Protocols for digital television delivery, and we will make all possible efforts to extend this co-operation to embrace wider areas of our activity and to improve its efficiency and timeliness.

We also assure you that the needs and interests of television consumers in developing countries are of great concern to us, and we would welcome any input you may provide on specific needs related to television consumer equipment or to services intended for television consumer use.
