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DSL opens up a world of broadband opportunities both as an enabling access technology and as a service enabler.  Consumers are reaching out for content that is becoming richer and more bandwidth intensive.  Businesses, on both a local and global scale, must exchange huge amounts of information.  Telephony services over DSL are essential to the revenue stream of service providers.  Success depends on the ability of DSL to provide the capabilities needed for these applications overlapping – timed in concert with service provider rollouts, and business and consumer readiness to take advantage of what can be offered.

This presentation will delve into the business factors and sensitivity to service model assumptions influencing how DSL solutions may “play out” in the current and expanding network infrastructures of markets in Asia, Europe, and North America.   In all cases, one key factor will be the driving force – the unceasing demand for increasing last-mile connectivity and the expectations of a world waiting to connect.
