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Full service deployment via TV broadband networks - experiences and plans
The set of standards composed of J.112, J.122 and J.160 et seqq. represents an end-to-end delivery platform for IP based services using the transport capabilities and Quality of Service features of cable communication systems as access networks. Its deployment enables cable operators to offer a whole range of IP based services such as high-speed Internet access and Voice over IP that augment their traditional service portfolio of broadcast based TV and radio. In many countries, this technology encouraged cable operators to make offers for data and voice communication services putting them into competition with incumbent telecommunication operators.

This presentation shows experiences of cable operators deploying interactive services in Europe. As an introduction it gives a short overview of the technological framework that is used, its features and capacity. Furthermore, it lists the service classes that are offered and details the associated business models. Penetration rate and customer take-up indicate how well new services are accepted.
