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This talk overviews some basic steps, near term and long term, in migrating spectrum management, provisioning, and maintenance to much higher speed DSLs. A first near-term step of correct use and implementation of maximum margin limits to prevent power hogging shows significant gain in speed in most DSL connections is possible, particularly if FEC parameters are also controlled by management. A second long-term step shows that 100 Mbps symmetric speeds to customers at attractive distances from line terminals is possible with vectoring.  Vectoring, which works even for single lines is distinguished from the "bonding" that may also be used.
