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Status and evolution of network access standards: CATV Standards

Abstract

Rouzbeh Yassini, Ph.D. is the key contributor to the development, implementation, and execution of the Cable Industry's Specification, Validation, and Certification process. The process enabled the Broadband era we now so clearly see and live in and fueled the $15 Billion dollar worldwide high-speed Internet market in 2003. Over the past 10 years these processes have been applied to the various DOCSIS, CableHome, PacketCable, DSG, eDOCSIS, OpenCable, and OCAP programs, both in the US and internationally with great success. The use of these processes has been instrumental in fueling the most extensive progress through standardization that the Cable Industry has ever undertaken, and in record time. The processes enabled interoperability and open-market competition resulting in cost reductions not only in product development, but also in lower end-user pricing by orders of magnitude, while speeding time to market and ultimately giving the industry a giant leap into the Broadband Age. In this presentation, Dr. Yassini will share the many steps taken to create these industry standards, describe the various components of the standards and process, and discuss a few of the many key lessons learned in streamlining the processes, which resulted in a very efficient mechanism for the Cable Industry.
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
