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Issues and strategies on use of Licence Exempt  (LE) bands. FCC and NTIA support increasing spectrum for unlicensed devices, relative to less Licence Exempt bands in Europe, and less power; differences in permitted spurious emissions. USA CFR47 Part 15 (Electronic Devices) vs. EU ERC/REC 70-03  (Short Range Devices). Unprotected RF bands for public services, network, to interconnect WLAN access points. Avoiding unfair competition of equipment suppliers (WiFi hotspots), with licensed cellular operators. Ability for the available spectrum in countries to support the anticipated increased demand; the likelihood of causing interference. Developed Countries exempt RLANs from licensing; do we need protection to primary allocated 5 GHz RLANs? Why globalisation and free circulation promote similar regulations and standards for RLAN’s. Top down technology (for harmonization and roaming)  vs. neutral market –based technology (for innovation). Regulations vs. standards.
