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Abstract

Device authentication involves more than just the cryptography and protocols used to perform the actual device authentication. There are other aspects of device authentication that are at least as important, if not more so, than these technical specifics. This presentation focuses on these larger issues and presents two examples (DTCP and CableLabs) of how device authentication fits with the greater context.
