Applications: Particular applications of the use of ICTs, including, inter alia, e-government, e-health, e‑environment and climate change, etc, and promotion of security and confidence in the use of ICT, including the protection of youth and children. This includes Human capacity building in each of these areas.
Programme proposal

Direct assistance, including project execution
Description of the proposal
The proposal presents three interconnected initiatives carried out by the United Nations University in the areas of: e-Strategies and e-Applications (Programme 2 of the Doha Action Plan) and Human Capacity Building (Programme 5 of the Doha Action Plan). The initiatives are:
1. Electronic Government Development Framework – Readiness, Strategy, Implementation (EGOV.*) – The framework helps to: (1) develop a government-wide vision and strategy towards the development of sustainable Electronic Governance at various levels of government, (2) to establish a government program to implement this strategy, and (3) to build human and organizational capacity of the government to be able to effectively execute this program. Adaptable to the prevailing conditions in various countries, the framework is presently being implemented in Afghanistan, approved for implementation in Cameroon, and under consideration by other governments.
2. Global Community of Research and Practice for Electronic Governance (UNeGov.net) – The initiative aims to develop and cultivate a global community of practice for electronic governance, as a platform for experience sharing, good practice development and collective engagement on the common issues related to e-governance and information society. Since its inauguration at WSIS in Tunis in 2005, UNeGov.net has organized over 50 workshops and schools on electronic governance in 20 countries across around the world, with about 5000 government participants trained.
3. International Conference Series on Theory and Practice of Electronic Governance (ICEGOV) – ICEGOV is a series of international conferences that bring together researchers and practitioners from academia, government, industry and civil society to share the latest findings and discuss the state-of-the-art in electronic governance and the information society in general. In addition to the regular academic program, the conference offers an intensive capacity building program for government officials, provides a forum for discussing challenges and opportunities facing different governments around the world through a multi-stakeholder and community-driven approach. UNU encourages participation of researchers and practitioners from developing regions of the world in ICEGOV by sponsoring authors of accepted papers.
The proposal demonstrates that these initiatives are directly contributing to the implementation of the Doha and WSIS Action Plans, and calls for collaboration with ITU and its partners for scaling up their outcomes.

Regional Initiatives related to the proposal
Initiative - Telecommunication/ICT Policy and regulatory cooperation from Asia-Pacific Region

The objectives of this initiative include enhancing the capabilities of policy-makers and regulators from Asia-Pacific member countries in the determination and implementation of programs and strategies in telecoms and ICT. The current proposal describes three initiatives by UNU to assist Member States in developing their ICT policies, e-Governance strategies and the required technical and organizational capacity to better exploit New Regulatory Regimes and New Generation Networks.
