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Priority area

Development of fixed, mobile and broadband networks, including broadcasting networks and spectrum management, next-generation networks, rural communications, emergency telecommunications and disaster relief, as well as human capacity building in each of these areas.
PREVENTION OF NATURAL DISASTERS IN THE CENTRAL AMERICAN REGION
Current situation
1.
The Radiocommunication Committee is working on a project to update the frequencies assigned by ITU for the purposes of disaster management and to inform assigned institutions with reference to disaster relief plans, by country and region. The document is currently 40 per cent completed.
2.
The Development Committee is working on the project "Aspects to be considered in the preparation of a contingency plan for telecommunication network operators in the event of disasters". The aim is to identify the main considerations so as to enable the Standardization Committee to issue rules on the subject to be followed by the various operators in the region (30 per cent completed). 

Requirements

· Coordinate telecommunication sector requirements with CEPRENEDAC for the regional early-warning network (SAT).

· Establish links with ITU with a view to forming a support team within COMTELCA to follow training on the equipment provided.

· Upgrading and/or modernization of equipment to be supplied by ITU for the region.

· Acquisition of a fixed and/or mobile telecommunication system enabling external connectivity.

· Substantiate application of the ITU recommendation for use of the assigned frequencies.
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
