The World Telecommunication Development Conference (Hyderabad 2010),

recognizing 

a)
that IPv4 to IPv6 migration is an important issue for Member States and Sector Members, 

noting
a)
that Internet protocol (IP) addresses are fundamental resources that are essential for the development of IP-based telecommunication/ICT networks and for the world economy;

b)
that many countries, particularly the developing countries, believe that there are historical imbalances between the developed and developing countries related to IPv4 allocation;

c)
that transition from IPv4 addresses to IPv6 addresses is necessary in order to respond to global needs, given the number of addresses;

d)
that many developing countries have not made this transition, the reason perhaps being a lack of understanding by developing countries of the necessity and benefits thereof and lack of clarity regarding allocation and economic aspects of these addresses,

resolves

1
to instruct the Director of BDT, taking into account the Council resolution: 

•
to develop guidelines for developing countries to enable adjustment of the organizational frameworks and policies necessary for migration to IPv6;

•
to initiate a project to assist developing countries, after having determined regional needs in respect of the transition, taking into account Resolution 64 (Johannesburg, 2008) of WTSA;

•
to allocate the necessary funds to implement the resolution;

to call upon Member States and Sector Members to provide the necessary support for implementation of this resolution.
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� These include the least developed countries, small island developing states and countries with economies in transition.
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
