Further to the discussions held in Committee 5 and Adhoc Group dealing with the issue of RRB, this Administration agreed to the draft Resolution as contained in Document DT/32 plus Addendum 1 provided that the Resolution in question adequately addressed the issue of the preparation of the Rules of Procedures and its application by the Radiocommunication Bureau.

To this effect, the general principle relating to the above subject as containing in Annex to this Document is submitted to Committee 5 for consideration and their inclusions in the subject Draft Resolution, as appropriate.

Annex 

In preparation of the Rules of Procedure the following should be taken into account:

1
the Rules should be based on practical difficulties encountered;

2
the Rules should be the minimum necessary for the application of the Radio Regulations in a transparent manner;

3
Rules of Procedure related to discrepancies and inconsistencies in the Radio Regulations should have a short lifetime, usually between two conferences;

4 the list of the draft Rules of Procedure needs to be circulated to administrations under No. 13.17 before being considered by the RRB. 

5 the substance of the Rules of Procedure shall be in conformity with the Radio Regulations,

6 the provisions of the Radio Regulations shall be strictly applied without any relaxation unless otherwise prescribed by the conference adopting these provisions,

7 the Rule of Procedures which have reached a stable/mature status shall be identified by the RRB supported by the Bureau for consideration by the next WRC with a view to be transferred to the body of the Radio Regulations,

8 those Rules of Procedures which have not been used by the Bureau need to be identified and reported to the next WRC for possible suppression in order to reduce the volume of the Rules of Procedure,

9 as a matter of transparency, any practice used by the Bureau in application of the relevant provision of the Radio Regulations must be identified and published for comments by administrations with a view to either be transferred to Rules of Procedures or to be deleted.

It is proposed that the following list be transmitted by this Conference to WRC-03, for its consideration in the context of the draft Resolution as contained in Document DT/32(Rev.1).

Annex 

In developing and adopting the Rules of Procedure the following principles shall be applied:

1. The Rules shall be the minimum necessary for the application of the Radio Regulations.

2. Rules of Procedure related to discrepancies, inconsistencies or omissions in the Radio Regulations shall be brought to the attention of the following WRC for consideration and possible correction. 

3. The Rules shall be discussed and adopted in a transparent manner, including :

a. Circulation of the draft Rules of Procedure to administrations pursuant to No. 13.17 before consideration by the RRB. 

b. Webcasting of the Board discussions, and posting of the recordings on the ITU website. 

c. Inclusion in the summary of decisions of the Board’s meeting and in the Rules of the reasons for such decisions, including those relating to comments received from administrations on the Rules of Procedure.

d. Publication of the summary of decisions, and the Rules of Procedure, by Circular Letter and on the Radio Regulations Board website.

10 Any practice used by the Bureau in application of provisions of the Radio Regulations shall be identified and published for comments by administrations with a view to either be transferred to Rules of Procedure or to be deleted.
