Reasons:
At WRC‑97, Côte d’Ivoire requested that its country name be deleted from footnotes 5.369 and 5.400.

In footnote 5.369, the band 1 610‑1 626.5 MHz is allocated to the radiodetermination-satellite service (Earth‑to‑space) on a primary basis in Region 1 (different category of service).

In footnote 5.400, the band 2 483.5‑2 500 MHz is allocated to the radiodetermination-satellite service (space‑to‑Earth) on a primary basis in Region 1 (different category of service).

The two footnotes are closely related. WRC‑97 deleted the name of Côte d’Ivoire in footnote 5.400 and most likely omitted to delete it in footnote 5.369.

to consider identification of globally/regionally harmonized bands, to the extent practicable, for the implementation of future advanced solutions to meet the needs of public protection agencies, including those dealing with emergency situations and disaster relief, and to make regulatory provisions, as necessary, taking into account Resolution 645 (WRC-2000)
Introduction

Having discussed the need for public protection agencies and organizations, including those dealing with emergency situations and disaster relief, to have harmonized means of communication, WRC‑2000 decided to place this item on the agenda of WRC‑03. It also adopted Resolution 645 (WRC‑2000), in which it invited ITU‑R to conduct appropriate studies for the identification of possible harmonized bands for future advanced solutions for public protection and disaster relief (PPDR) applications and for the development of a resolution identifying the technical and operational basis for global cross‑border circulation of radiocommunication equipment in emergency and disaster relief situations. The results of those studies were to be submitted to WRC‑03.

Proposal

Public protection activities are carried out on a daily basis and are planned and conducted within national borders, whereas disaster relief activities are not carried out daily and can require an international effort on the part of administrations.

The relevant spectrum needs are therefore different, a fact that may lead to the impression that spectrum needs in respect of public protection and disaster relief are two issues that should be considered separately.

Given that public protection agencies are also called upon to take part in disaster relief activities, that they are usually the first to arrive on the spot and that they recognize the major long‑term benefits of harmonizing the spectrum used for public protection, namely:

–
more efficient use of the spectrum;

–
less need for periodic replanning of bands as systems are replaced;

–
less interference for other users of the spectrum;

–
greater economies of scale;

–
market stimulation for manufacturers and a favourable basis on which interoperability and operational efficiency can develop.

The Administration of Côte d’Ivoire proposes the identification of globally harmonized bands for public protection agencies, including those dealing with disaster relief.

Furthermore, in view of the intensive use of certain bands on its territory by other services, it proposes that band portions in the following frequency ranges be identified for public protection and disaster relief communications: 3‑30 MHz; 74‑79 MHz; 300‑400 MHz; 470‑790 MHz.

The Administration of Côte d’Ivoire is in favour of designating global or regional bands for PPDR applications by means of footnotes to Article 5 of the Radio Regulations.

Reasons:
This method will serve to emphasize the use of the bands in question for public protection and disaster relief, on the one hand, and will allow administrations some flexibility with regard to their own allocations and the corresponding time-frames, on the other.

Reasons:
In Côte d’Ivoire, the band 5 725‑5 850 MHz is increasingly in demand for the implementation of systems in the fixed service, yet in Region 1 it is allocated to the fixed-satellite and radiolocation services on a primary basis.

In order to cope with that strong demand, the Administration of Côte d’Ivoire proposes that its country name be added to footnote 5.453, which allocates the band 5 650‑5 850 MHz to the fixed and mobile services on a primary basis in Region 1 (additional allocation).

Proposal

The Administration of Côte d’Ivoire has no objection to the revision of Article 25 of the Radio Regulations, as proposed in the CPM Report.

It further encourages the conference to consider adding a provision to the Radio Regulations concerning amateur communications in support of disaster relief operations, as suggested by the CPM.

Lastly, it encourages the conference to consider adding a new provision to the Radio Regulations which would permit administrations to allow amateurs of other administrations to operate their stations, as proposed by the CPM.

Introduction

WARC‑92 allocated the band 2 535-2 655 MHz to the broadcasting‑satellite service (sound) on a primary basis. Use of that allocation to the broadcasting‑satellite service (sound) is limited to the band 2 630‑2 655 MHz by Resolution 528 (WARC‑92) and is exempt from the pfd limits indicated in Article 21 of the Radio Regulations.

The band 2 630‑2 655 MHz is also allocated on a primary basis to the fixed and mobile services and No. 5.384A introduces a new additional allocation for IMT‑2000 systems. This identification does not preclude the use of those bands by any application of the services to which they are allocated and does not establish priority.

No. 5.384A provides that the bands 1 710‑1 885 MHz and 2 500-2 690 MHz are identified for use by administrations wishing to implement IMT‑2000 systems.

WRC‑2000 decided to facilitate access to the band 2 630‑2 655 MHz for non‑GSO BSS (sound) systems by replacing the application of No. 22.2 by coordination procedures between geostationary and non‑geostationary systems. Other measures were also taken to ensure sufficient protection for terrestrial services operated in that band with the adoption of Resolution 539 (WRC‑2000).

WRC‑2000 adopted Resolution 539 (WRC‑2000) with a view to establishing an acceptable compromise between the following two extreme regulatory solutions in force prior to WRC‑2000:

–
the hard limits of Article 21, considered to be harmful to the development of the BSS (sound);

–
coordination under No. 9.11, considered to be harmful to terrestrial systems.

In 2002, it emerged that this compromise has been interpreted by some administrations and by the Radio Regulations Board as one of the extreme solutions (No. 9.11), with implicit agreement in case of non‑response and a three‑year limit for the implementation of the terrestrial stations to be protected.

Proposal

In order to clear up the misunderstandings over the regulatory procedure adopted by WRC‑2000 between the administrations supporting IMT‑2000 systems and those supporting BSS (sound) systems, the Radio Regulations need to be clarified and simplified with regard to spectrum sharing between BSS (sound) systems and terrestrial systems.
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The Administration of Côte d’Ivoire therefore expresses support for the modification of Resolution 539 (WRC‑2000) in order to take account of the results of ITU‑R studies (Method A in the CPM Report).

Reasons:

–
The regulatory system of hard limits in Article 21 of the Radio Regulations provides adequate protection for IMT‑2000.

–
To clear up the misunderstandings and disagreements arising from the application of Resolution 539 since WRC‑2000, given that the process for reaching an agreement indicated in the Resolution and the situations in which such an agreement has not been obtained are in some respects ambiguous.

–
To facilitate the implementation of IMT‑2000 systems in the band 2 500‑2 690 MHz by not imposing a deadline such as the customary three‑year period for the implementation of terrestrial stations taken into account in the coordination process under Article 9.
