	Extension of date of bringing into use in Articles 9 and 11


Working Group 4A in its meeting on 26 June agreed to propose that the notified date of bringing into use shall not be later than seven years following the date of receipt of relevant information under No. 9.1. The due diligence information (Resolution 49) shall be provided to the Bureau by the end of a this seven-year period.

However, because two different proposals were put before WG 4A and due to a lack of time, the necessary modifications to Articles 9 and 11 were not available at the time of the meeting but were developed by a small drafting group after the meeting. The text by the drafting group is offered to Committee 4 for consideration.

Working Group 4A proposes to have the proposed modifications to the Radio Regulations applied to all networks for which the advance publication information has been received after 5 July 2003.

Section I  –  Advance publication of information on satellite

Before initiating any action under this Article or under Article 11 in respect of frequency assign​ments for a satellite network or a satellite system, an administration, or one7 acting on behalf of a group of named administrations, shall, prior to the coordination procedure described in Section II of Article 9 below, where applicable, send to the Bureau a general description of the network or system for advance publication in the International Frequency Information Circular (BR IFIC) not earlier than seven years and preferably not later than two years before the planned date of bringing into use of the network or system (see also No. 11.44). The characteristics to be provided for this purpose are listed in Appendix 4. The coordination or notification information may also be communicated to the Bureau at the same time; it shall be considered as having been received by the Bureau not earlier than six months after the date of receipt of the information for advance publication where coordination is required by Section II of Article 9. Where coordination is not required by Section II, notification shall be considered as having been received by the Bureau not earlier than six months after the date of publication of the advance publication information.

The notified date17 of bringing into use of any assignment to a space station of a satellite network shall be no later than seven years following the date of receipt by the Bureau of the relevant information under No. 9.1. Any frequency assignment not brought into use within the required period shall be cancelled by the Bureau after having informed the administration at least three months before the expiry of this period.     (WRC‑03)

If, after the expiry of the period of seven years, from the date of receipt of the complete information referred to in No. 9.1, the administration responsible for the satellite network has not brought the frequency assignments to stations of the network into use, the corresponding information published under Nos. 9.2B and 9.38, as appropriate, shall be cancelled, but only after the administration concerned has been informed at least three months before the expiry date referred to in No. 11.44.
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
