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COM 5 has agreed to include an AMSS allocation in the 14‑14.5 GHz together with several footnotes that aim at describing the operational limitations applied to AMSS earth stations (AES) to protect the fixed service and the radioastronomy service on the territory of several administrations:

5.BB01
protection of the radioastronomy station in the band 14.47-14.5 GHz from AES operating in the band 14-14.5 GHz.

5.BB02
protection of the fixed service in the band 14‑14.25 GHz from AES operating in the same band.

5.BB03
protection of the fixed service in the band 14.25-14.3 GHz from AES operating in the same band.

5.BB04
protection of the fixed service in the band 14.3-14.5 GHz from AES operating in the same band.

An additional footnote, 5.AA13, has also been agreed within COM 4 in order to deal with a possible use of the secondary AMSS earth station with a primary FSS space station. During the discussion, in order to clarify the fact that these limitations applied to all type of secondary AMSS uses, it was also proposed to include in this footnote 5.AA13 an additional sentence indicating that the limits specified in footnotes 5.BB01, 5.BB02, 5.BB03 and 5.BB04 also apply to this use. 

It was concluded that there would be no need to add such a sentence, since it was clear that all these limits apply to secondary AMSS earth stations, irrespective of the status of the associated space station. 

The Plenary is invited to concur with this interpretation.
