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Ad hoc Group 2 of the Plenary met on the evening of 30 July to discuss Document 316 concerning realignment of the allocations to the amateur, amateur-satellite and the broadcasting services around 7 MHz. The ad hoc Group could not reach agreement on all matters and several issues remain in square brackets in the attachment.

The Plenary is invited to consider the following issues:

1)
the proposed changes to the Table of Frequency Allocations and relevant new and modified footnotes noting that there are square brackets around the entire text of footnotes 5.AC02 and 5.AC04 and square brackets within footnotes 5.AC02bis and 5.AC05 which could not be agreed by all participants;

2)
the date of entry into force of the reallocations and footnotes could not be agreed although the majority were in favour of 29 March 2009. The attention of the Plenary is drawn to the fact that this date corresponds to a date change in the seasonal broadcasting schedules under Article 12 of the RR;

3)
exclusion of the band 7 000-7 200 kHz from the review of the allocations to HF services should this be adopted as an agenda item for WRC-07 was agreed by the majority of participants;

4)
suppression of Recommendation 718 (WARC-92) “Alignment of allocations in the 7 MHz band allocated to the amateur service” was agreed with any further realignment to be addressed under the review of the allocations to HF services should this be adopted as an agenda item for WRC-07;

5)
amendment of Resolution COM4/11 in Document 281 to replace the band 7 350‑7 650 kHz by the band 7 450-7 750 kHz was agreed; and

6)
deletion of the square brackets around the band 7 350-7 400 kHz in Document 157 was agreed.
