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In addition to the report on agenda item 1.23 contained in Document 359, new draft Resolution [COM4/26] (WRC-03) dealing with alignment of allocations between 7 200‑7 550 kHz to the amateur and broadcasting services is submitted for consideration by the Plenary.

DRAFT  RESOLUTION  [COM4/26]  (WRC-03)

Alignment of allocations between 7 200-7 550 kHz 
to the amateur and broadcasting services

The World Radiocommunication Conference (Geneva, 2003),

considering

a)
that it is desirable to have exclusive worldwide allocations to the amateur and broadcasting services around 7 MHz;

b)
that the sharing of frequency bands by these services is undesirable and should therefore be avoided,

noting

a)
that a number of administrations have made proposals to this Conference for the alignment of the allocations to the amateur service in the band 7 000-7 300 kHz;

b)
that this World Radiocommunication Conference took action to realign the portion of the band from 7 000 to 7 200 kHz;

c)
that alignment of the portion of the band from 7 200 to 7 300 kHz was not completed at this Conference,

noting further

that Resolutions 729 (WRC-97), [COM4/2] (WRC-03) and [COM 4/11] (WRC‑03) address efficiency and allocation matters in the HF band,

resolves 

to invite WRC-07 to consider realignment of those allocations to the amateur and broadcasting services between 7 200 and 7 550 kHz, with due regard to the requirements of other services.
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
