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1
Oral reports by the Chairmen of Committees 2, 4 and 7

1.1
The Chairman of Committee 2 (Credentials) said that the credentials of Barbados, the Republic of the Congo and Qatar had now been found to be in good and proper order, those countries having taken the necessary steps. At a subsequent Plenary Meeting he would confirm the status of the credentials deposited that morning by Benin, Gambia, Malaysia and the Seychelles.

1.2
The Chairman of Committee 4 (Specified agenda items) said that Committee 4 had held sixteen meetings but had been unable to conclude its business. A number of issues before the Committee had been highly contentious and some had not been resolved. At its final meeting, it had approved two documents, albeit with some square brackets, and three draft resolutions in connection with agenda item 1.8.2 on the protection of passive services. It had also considered the aeronautical mobile-satellite service at 14 GHz, although some further discussion of that topic would be required in the Plenary Meeting. Turning to the outstanding issues, he said that the Committee had not yet dealt with agenda item 1.30, and in particular the Rule of Procedure on No. 9.35, or agenda item 1.23 on realignment of allocations to the amateur, amateur-satellite and broadcasting services around 7 MHz. Agenda item 1.26 regarding earth stations located on board vessels had yet to be resolved, and further discussion was required to reconcile differing views on footnotes Nos. 5.488 and 5.491. Item 1.34 on threshold values for non-GSO BSS (sound) remained highly controversial and informal discussions were continuing with a view to reaching an agreement. Agenda items 1.8.1 and 1.8.2 on spurious and unwanted emissions would need to be considered further and a small group should be set up to prepare an updated version of Recommendation 66 (Rev.WRC-2000). A number of issues from Working Group 4A had not been considered by the Committee and would have to be taken up by the Plenary Meeting. Modification of Article 59 would have to be considered further. Lastly, consultations were continuing on the request from the United Arab Emirates for an extension for their satellite systems, although the number of systems to which that extension would apply had been reduced to two.

1.3
The Chairman, noting the severe time constraints faced by the Conference, suggested that six ad hoc groups should be set up to try to resolve Committee 4’s outstanding issues. Ad hoc Group 1 of the Plenary Meeting would deal with agenda item 1.30, specifically the Rule of Procedure on No. 9.35, and be chaired by the delegate of Canada. Ad hoc Group 2 would consider agenda item 1.23 and be chaired by the delegate of Australia. Ad hoc Group 3 would take up agenda item 1.26 and be chaired by the delegate of Brazil. Ad hoc Group 4 would deal with Nos. 5.488 and 5.491 and be chaired by the delegate of the United States. Ad hoc Group 5 would take up agenda item 1.34 and be chaired by the delegate of Brunei Darussalam. Ad hoc Group 6 would deal with agenda items 1.81 and 1.82, and Recommendation 66 (Rev.WRC-2000) and be chaired by the delegate of the Netherlands. The issues relating to Article 59, the outstanding items from Working Group 4A and the request from the United Arab Emirates would be considered directly by the Plenary Meeting.

1.4
It was so agreed.

1.5
In response to a comment from the delegate of the Islamic Republic of Iran, the Chairman of Committee 4 said that he would be willing to continue informal consultations on Resolution 4 (Rev.Orb-88).

1.6
Following a suggestion by the delegate of Algeria, the Chairman said that it would not be an effective use of time for the Plenary Meeting to discuss, at the present juncture, the issues to be taken up by the ad hoc groups. The various different positions had been stated in Committee 4, and what was now important was to find a compromise. 

1.7
The Chairman of Committee 7 (Future agendas and work programme) said that Committee 7 had examined all the documents before it with the exception of the draft agenda for WRC-07 and the preliminary draft agenda for WRC-10; the draft resolutions containing those draft agendas would be attached to his report to the Plenary Meeting for consideration. Informal consultations were continuing on WRC-03 agenda item 5 and on the matters that the Conference might wish to include in the agenda of future radiocommunication conferences.

1.8
The delegate of the Islamic Republic of Iran said that he had a number of difficulties regarding the draft agenda for WRC-07 and the preliminary draft agenda for WRC-10.

1.9
The delegate of the Syrian Arab Republic welcomed the initiative of the Chairman of Committee 7 to hold informal consultations on agenda item 5.

2
Eighth series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee for first reading (B8) (continued) (Document 325)

Article 5 (MOD 5 150-5 725 MHz) (continued)

2.1
The Chairman of Committee 5 said that in order to take account of the concerns regarding the band 5 350-5 460 MHz expressed by the delegate of the Islamic Republic of Iran at the previous meeting, reference to a new footnote ADD 5.BD08 should be added in the table after the words “SPACE RESEARCH (active)” for the band 5 350-5 460 MHz. That footnote should read as follows: “The space research service (active) operating in the band 5 350-5 460 MHz shall not cause harmful interference to, nor claim protection from, other services to which this band is allocated”. Footnote MOD 5.448B should be modified further by deleting “and space research service (active)” after “exploration-satellite service (active)”, and by adding the words “and space research service (active) operating in the band 5 460-5 570 MHz” after “in the band 5 350‑5 570 MHz”.

2.2
The delegate of the Syrian Arab Republic said that he could go along with the new wording provided that it did not constitute a precedent enabling future conferences to deal with matters that were not within their mandate. He would submit a statement on the subject in due course.

2.3
The proposals read out by the Chairman of Committee 5 were approved.

3
Ninth series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee for first reading (B9) (continued) (Document 328)

3.1
The Chairman invited the meeting to continue its consideration of Document 328.

ADD Resolution [COM4/5] (WRC-03) (continued)

3.2
The delegate of the Syrian Arabic Republic said that it was his Administration’s understanding that adoption of Resolution COM4/5 in no way provided for the use of non-GSO HEO systems below 1 GHz. He would submit a statement in that regard in due course.

ADD Resolution [COM4/13] (WRC-03) (continued)

3.3
The delegate of the Syrian Arab Republic said that ITU-R should be requested to provide the next WRC with a definition of the high-density fixed-satellite service (HDFSS) and the HEO systems referred to in noting c) and considering f) respectively. The delegate of Saudi Arabia supported that suggestion. 

3.4
The Chairman said that as Committee 7 had dealt with agenda item 6 on items requiring action by the radiocommunication study groups in preparation for the next WRC, the Chairman of Committee 7 should be consulted informally on the best way to accommodate the suggestion made by the delegate of Syria. On that understanding, she took it that Resolution [COM4/13] could be approved.

3.5
It was so agreed.

ADD Resolution [COM4/23] (WRC‑03)

3.6
The delegate of Saudi Arabia proposed that, in the resolves section, “on the basis of” should be replaced by “taking into account”.

3.7
It was so agreed.

3.8
The Chairman suggested that references to WRC‑07 should be placed in square brackets pending consideration under agenda item 7.2 of which items were to be recommended for inclusion on the draft agenda of WRC‑07 and the preliminary draft agenda for WRC‑10.

3.9
After a short exchange of views in which the delegates of France and the Syrian Arab Republic and the Chairman of Committee 6 participated, the Chairman’s suggestion was approved, it being noted that Committee 7 had recommended that consideration of the studies on the appropriate pfd limits referred to in Resolution [COM4/23] be given priority for inclusion on the agenda for WRC‑07.

3.10
ADD Resolution [COM4/23] (WRC‑03), as amended, was approved.

Approved.
Appendix 30B (Article 5 – MOD 5.3)

3.12
Approved, subject to the replacement of “as from” by “as of” in § c).

Appendix 30B (Article 6 – MOD Note1)

3.13
The Chairman of Committee 6 proposed that “see also Resolution [COM4/7] (WRC‑03)” should be inserted at the end of the note.

3.14
It was so agreed.

3.15
MOD Note1, as amended, was approved.

Appendix 30B (Article 6 – MOD 6.1, MOD 6.29, MOD 6.34, MOD 6.38, MOD 6.43, MOD 6.50, MOD 6.57)

3.16
Approved.
Appendix 30B (Article 8 – MOD 8.1)

3.17
The delegate of Viet Nam said that, in accordance with the provisions of Appendix 30B, countries could convert their allotment into assignments and, subject to conformity with the Plan, that process could be rapid. Waiting for the three years stipulated in MOD 8.1 might cause difficulties. He therefore proposed the deletion of “not earlier than three years”.

3.18
The Chairman of Committee 6 explained that, prior to the proposed modification, 8.1 had referred to Article 11 of the Radio Regulations. The modification simply spelled out the provision in that Article, which, for space services, stipulated notification to the Bureau not earlier than three years before assignments were brought into use. He did not see any justification for a change to that provision.

MOD 8.1 was approved.

3.25
The Chairman of Committee 6 proposed that “operational use” should be replaced by “regular use” as originally recommended by Committee 6.

It was so agreed.

3.27
ADD 8.17, as amended, was approved.

Appendix 30B (Article 8 – ADD 8.18, ADD 8.19; Annex 1 – MOD 1.4, MOD 1.6.4, MOD 1.6.5)

3.28
The delegate of Kyrgyzstan pointed out that, in the English version of Table 1 (MOD 1.6.4 and MOD 1.6.5), the symbol “+” should appear on the right side of the penultimate equation.

3.29
The Chairman requested BR to check the equation and make any changes necessary.

3.30
On that understanding, the proposals were approved.

Approved.

ADD Resolution [COM6/1] (WRC-03)

3.32
The Chairman of Committee 6 proposed that the title be amended to read “Transitional arrangements for the application of modified provisions of Appendix 30B”, which better reflected the content of the Resolution.

3.33
The delegate of the Syrian Arab Republic pointed out that in Article 59 of the Radio Regulations the term used in a similar context was “provisional” rather than “transitional”.

3.34
The Chairman of Committee 6 said that he would prefer the term “transitional”.

3.35
The Chairman said that, in the absence of further objections, she took it that the amendment to the title of the Resolution proposed made by the Chairman of Committee 6 was acceptable.

3.36
It was so agreed.

3.37
Resolution [COM6/1], as amended, was approved.

3.38
The Chairman of Committee 6 read out the following statement agreed by Committee 6, the purpose of which was to assist BR in implementing Resolution [COM6/1]:

“Committee 6 confirmed that in application of resolves 3 and 5 of Resolution [COM6/1], after the publication of its circular letter mentioned in resolves 5, the Bureau shall reopen the 30‑days period to adjust the submitted system as specified in the Rules of Procedure relating to § 6.12, for the submission under examination in accordance with those Rules but not yet entered into the List as of 5 July 2003.

Committee 6 concluded that the current BR implementation with respect to the 0.05 dB tolerance in C/I calculations applied for Appendix 30B analysis is appropriate.

Committee 6 also concluded that there is no need to mention Resolution 49 in the body of Appendix 30B.”

Those statements would be included in his report to the Plenary Meeting (Document 370).

3.39
The Chairman said that, in the absence of any objection, she took it that the meeting wished to endorse those statements.

3.40
It was so agreed.

3.41
The ninth series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee for first reading (B9) (Document 328), as a whole, as amended, was approved.

4
Fourth report by the Chairman of Committee 5 (Document 322)

4.1
The Chairman of Committee 5 introduced Document 322, which provided information on his consultation with the Chairman of RRB on issues related to agenda item 1.12 (Resolution 723, resolves 1), on which the Administration of Finland had placed a reservation. As a consequence of the responses received from the RRB, Finland had agreed to lift that reservation. Furthermore, he drew attention to Annex 2 to Document 322, which contained the following statement by the Chairman of Ad hoc Group 5 (Small countries) agreed by Committee 5 after its approval of Resolution [COM5/15] (WRC‑03):

“Following the approval of this Resolution, Committee 5 accepted the recommendation of the Chairman of the Ad hoc Group 5 (small countries) that the ITU‑R studies referred to in the Resolution should be conducted in ITU‑R Study Group 4 and that this conclusion should be recorded in the minutes of the Plenary.”

4.2
The Chairman said that, in the absence of any objection, she took it that the meeting wished to approve Committee 5’s conclusion.

4.3
It was so agreed.

4.4
The delegate of Thailand proposed that in the title of Annex 2 “small countries” should be replaced by “small or narrow countries” to bring it into line with the title of Resolution [COM5/15] (WRC-03).

4.5
The Chairman of Committee 5 said that the term was indicative and he saw no objection to the proposal, which would provide clarification.

4.6
The Chairman said that, in the absence of any objection, she took it that the proposal was acceptable.

4.7
It was so agreed.

4.8
Document 322, as amended, was noted.

5
Third report by the Chairman of Committee 4 (Document 329)

5.1
The Chairman of Committee 4 said that under agenda item 1.37 Committee 4 had considered a number of options concerning the application of No. 22.2 in the band 1 467‑1 492 MHz on the basis of the eighth report from the Chairman of Working Group 4B to Committee 4 (Document 299). The Committee had decided neither to make any changes to the Table of Frequency Allocations for the band 1 452-1 492 MHz nor to approve a resolution calling for technical and regulatory studies relating to the introduction of systems using highly elliptical orbits in the broadcasting-satellite (sound) service in the band 1 467-1 492 MHz. The Plenary Meeting was requested to approve that course of action, which had proved the only option acceptable to all in the Committee.

5.2
The Chairman said that, in the absence of any objection, she took it that the meeting wished to approve that course of action.

5.3
It was so agreed.

5.4
Document 329 was approved.

6
First series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee for second reading (R1) (Document 264)

6.1
The Chairman invited comments on Document 264.

6.2
The Chairman of Committee 6 said that, in the title of Appendix 30* (Rev.WRC‑03), “List1” should be replaced by “List**”, as submitted by Committee 6 and agreed by the Editorial Committee.

6.3
It was so agreed.

6.4
The delegate of Canada, referring to Appendix 30, Article 9, MOD 9.1, pointed out that the provision contradicted other decisions made in Committee 6 in respect of the use of §§ 4.1.18 and 4.1.20. He therefore proposed the addition of “in accordance with Article 4” at the end of the provision.

6.5
The Chairman of Committee 6 recalled that he had suggested such a modification six years earlier but BR had indicated that it was not necessary. He suggested that BR be invited to comment on the proposal.

6.6
The representative of BR indicated that, without the proposed addition, MOD 9.1 required the specific agreement of the administrations concerned. The addition would mean implicit agreement. If implicit agreement was considered sufficient for such interference, Article 9 could in fact be deleted.

6.7
The Chairman of Committee 6, supported by the delegate of Canada, proposed the suppression of Article 9. The delegate of France supported that proposal since Article 9 contradicted Article 4.

6.8
The Chairman said that, in the absence of any objection, she would take it that the suppression of Article 9 in its entirety was acceptable.

6.9
It was so agreed.

6.10
The Chairman of Committee 6, referring to Appendix 30, Annex 5, MOD 3.4, proposed that in the paragraph starting with “Protection masks and associated calculation methods” the term “broadcast satellite systems” should be replaced by “broadcasting‑satellite systems” and that the Editorial Committee should be requested to check that that term was used consistently, when appropriate, throughout the final texts.

6.11
It was so agreed.

6.12
The Chairman of Committee 6, referring to Appendix 30A, Article 4, said that MOD 4.1.15 appeared in another series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee and should therefore be deleted from Document 264.

6.13
It was so agreed.

6.14
The Chairman of Committee 6, referring to Appendix 30A, Annex 3, said that the title of the modification listed as COM6/140/34 had been omitted and should read “MOD 3.3 Protection ratios”.

6.15
With regard to MOD Annex 3, the Chairman of the Editorial Committee said that there was a mistake to be rectified: “Annex 3”, the title of that Annex and the title of § 3 should be replaced by “Appendix 30B” and the title of that Appendix.

6.16
Referring to MOD Resolution 42 (Rev.WRC-03), the Chairman of Committee 6 indicated that, in footnote 1 referring to the word “date1” in § 4 of the Annex, “Resolution 533 (Rev.WRC-03)” should be replaced by “Resolution 533 (Rev.WRC-2000)”.

6.17
The first series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee for second reading (R1) (Document 264), as a whole, as amended, was approved.

7
Second series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee for second reading (R2) (Document 297)

7.1
The Chairman invited comments on Document 297.

7.2
With regard to Article 21, in response to the delegate of Spain, who had expressed surprise at not finding Table 21-2, the Chairman of the Editorial Committee said that the table had undergone numerous changes and would be submitted to the Plenary Meeting later.

7.3
The Chairman said that there was no need to examine the text pertaining to Appendix 4 contained in Document 297 because a consolidated version of that Appendix would be submitted later.

7.4
Referring to § 2.5 of ADD Part C of Appendix 11, the delegate of France proposed replacing “WRC-07” by “WRC-10” at the end of the sentence, since Committee 7 had decided that the values would be revised by WRC-10.

7.5
The delegate of the Syrian Arab Republic was not sure that that had been the conclusion of the discussions and preferred not to change the text, or else to say that the provisional values would be revised by a future conference.

7.6
The Chairman proposed replacing “WRC-07” by “WRC-10” between square brackets, and allowing the Editorial Committee to adapt the final text to the decision that was ultimately made.

7.7
It was so agreed.

7.8
Regarding Appendix 15 (MOD Table 15-1), in response to a request by the delegate of Spain to have the words “información marítima de seguridad” replaced by “información sobre seguridad marítima”, in the Spanish version, the Chairman said that the Editorial Committee would align the Spanish text with the English text.

7.9
Referring MOD Resolutions 7 and 15, the delegate of the Islamic Republic of Iran proposed deleting the words “Relating to” from the title.

7.10
It was so agreed.

7.11
With regard to MOD Resolution 27 (Rev.WRC-03), the delegate of Canada, referring to instructs the Director of the Radiocommunication Bureau 2, suggested replacing the word “proposals” by “suggestions for possible follow-up action”.

7.12
It was so agreed.

7.13
Referring to ADD Resolution [COM4/2] (WRC-03), the Chairman of Committee 4 said that, noting a) in square brackets should be deleted because the resolution referred to therein had been withdrawn.

7.14
With regard to ADD Resolution [COM4/3] (WRC-03), in response to a comment by the delegate of Spain concerning the phrase “to and from rescue coordination centres”, the Chairman said that the Spanish text would be aligned with the English.

7.15
The second series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee for second reading (R2) (Document 297), as a whole, as amended, was approved.

8
Modification to Appendix 4 (agenda item 1.30) (Document 340 and Addendum 1 to Document DT/194)

8.1
The delegate of the United Kingdom, who had chaired Ad hoc Group 4A5, said that owing to lack of time it had been impossible to submit a consolidated document on the modification of Appendix 4. Document 340 took account of the comments made in Committees 4 and 6. Addendum 1 to Document DT/194 showed the elements likely to be modified in the light of decisions concerning other agenda items. As was clear from Document 340, Annex 2A would be deleted and its text inserted in the tables.

8.2
The Chairman pointed out that Document 340 was very complex and difficult to examine. In response to comments from the delegate of the Syrian Arab Republic, she suggested that the delegates should examine the document outside the meeting and submit their comments on Appendix 4 to the Chairman of Ad hoc Group 4A5 before Tuesday, 1 July, at 1400 hours, and that the Plenary Meeting should authorize the ad hoc group to forward to the Editorial Committee the new document that would result from Document 340 and Addendum 1 to DT/194.

8.3
It was so agreed.

8.4
The delegate of Canada raised the matter of when the revision of Appendix 4, particularly new C.13α and C.13β, would take effect: there had been agreement in Ad hoc Group 4A2 that they ought to apply from the end of the Conference.

8.5
The Chairman said that, unless the Conference decided otherwise, modifications to Appendix 4 would ordinarily take effect upon the entry into force of the Final Acts.

8.6
The delegate of the Islamic Republic of Iran having proposed that BR’s opinion be sought on the matter, the representative of BR said that some new parts of Appendix 4 had already been entered in BR’s database and that there would be no major problems in updating the appendix.

8.7
The Chairman said that the question of the entry into force of Appendix 4, particularly some of the changes made to it, would be reconsidered when the modification of Appendix 4 was submitted to the Plenary Meeting in the form of a blue document (first reading).

Documents to be noted by the Plenary (Documents 114(Rev.2), 323 and 326)

Document 114(Rev.2) concerning loss of the right to vote was noted.

9.2
Document 323 concerning the final days of the Conference was noted.
