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During recent meetings of Study Groups, the following two issues were raised:

1.
The question was: 

-
Should a Draft New or Revised Recommendation be receivable by a given Study Group without being first submitted and discussed at the relevant/corresponding Working Party, Task Group or Joint Task Group?


If the answer was yes, then the second question was:

· Should the Study Group in question, when receiving the contribution, need to forward the Draft New or Revised Recommendation to the relevant/appropriate Working Party, Task Group or Joint Task Group? 

If the answer is no, then the third question was:

· Should the Study Group send the above-mentioned document to the Radiocommunication Assembly? 

If the answer is yes then the fourth question was:

-
Under what section or sub-section of Resolution ITU-R-1 should the Study Group forward the document? 

And the last question was:

· When sending the Draft New or Revised Recommendation to the Radiocommunication Assembly:

·  
Should the Assembly be requested to provide guidelines to the concerned Study Group on how to take further action on the contribution? or 

·  
Should the Assembly be asked to examine at its session, the Draft New or Revised Recommendation for further processing? 

The views of the RAG are sought on the above-mentioned issues. This Administration will provide its views on the matter, at an appropriate stage, depending on the actions advised by RAG on the issue.

2.
The other issue raised was the deadline for submission of contributions to Study Groups, Joint Task Groups, Working Parties and Task Groups and who will determine those deadlines. This Administration would wish to make the following observations with respect to the modification to paragraphs 3.3 of the Guideline as stated below:

”3.3
Deadlines for submission of contributions to Study Groups, Working Parties, Joint Task Groups and Task Group 
Obviously, the date by which contributions are received in BR has a major influence on their availability to members – the earlier they are submitted, the earlier they will be available on the ITU website. For each meeting, the following deadlines are set by BR for the submission of contributions, viz.:

–
where translation is required, contributions should be received at least 3 months prior to the meeting, and will be made available not later than four weeks before the meeting. For later contributions, no commitment can be made by the Secretariat to ensure the document will be available at the opening of the meeting in all the required languages;

otherwise, for documents not requiring translation,

–
contributions received up to 7 days prior to the meeting are made available for the opening of the meeting in the original working language and, if possible, in English;

· contributions received less than 7 days prior to the meeting are not guaranteed to be available for the opening of the meeting. 

Whilst every effort is made to ensure that all contributions are available, the secretariat cannot accept submissions later than the deadline stated above
.

Documents not available at the opening of a meeting cannot be discussed at the meeting. With the agreement of the submitting organisation, such documents will be forwarded to the subsequent meeting of the Group.
Reasonss:

 :

1. Many State Members may not be in a position to attend the meeting of Working Parties Task Groups thus being obliged to observe the decision reflecting their views.
2. Moreover, compliance with a deadline for contribution is a principle issue which should have been taken with wider attendance (Radio Assembly or at least Radiocommubnication Advisory Group.
3. Any deadline applicable to Working Parties, Task Groups should be equally applicable to Joint Task Groups and Study Groups

4. It is not appropriate to leave the matter which is be decide by membership attending  Radiocommunication Assembly or Radiocommubnication Advisory Group. to other entities or individuals
