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	availability of meeting/reports/temporary documents


At its eighth meeting, RAG considered Document RAG08-1/6 from the Islamic Republic of Iran on the availability of meeting reports from both Study Groups and Working Parties, and wishes to offer the following advice:

Recognizing that time limits are given in Resolution ITU-R 1-5 (§ 8.4) and in the Guidelines (§ 3.5.6), it was nevertheless felt necessary to eliminate the time gap between the removal of temporary documents posted on the website and the appearance of Chairman’s Reports (with their Annexes). This is to ensure that the membership always has access to documents containing the output of the Working Party in question. To this end, the following course of action was agreed:

i)
All temporary documents relating to the activities and stemming from the work carried out by each group and posted on the website during the working period of that group be maintained on the website for 30 days after the end of the meeting in question, or until the time that the Chairman’s Report of that group is posted on the website, together with its Annexes.

ii)
The Chairman’s Report (and Annexes) of each ITU-R Working Party, Joint Task Group, Task Group and other groups referred to in Resolution ITU- R 1-5 be prepared and posted on the website within 30 days after the end of the meeting concerned.

With respect to the availability of summary records of Study Group meetings, RAG advised the following:

i)
The provisional summary record of the Study Group meeting be prepared within 30 days from the end of the meeting and posted on the website for comments. 

ii)
Editorial amendments and confirmation of statements made by the membership during the meeting could ideally be submitted to the Chairman within 15 days. However, the provisional summary record remains open for formal comments from the membership until the subsequent meeting of the Study Group concerned.

It should be noted that the revised versions of documents considered by a Study Group would normally be available as soon as possible after the meeting.
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
