The ITU Radiocommunication Assembly,

considering

a)
that the technical performance of a television service is determined by the performance of all the separate parts of the signal chain;

b)
that television signals are being originated and processed within studio centres in both composite- and component-coded form;

c)
that such signals may exist in both analogue and digital form;

d)
that both 16:9 and 4:3 picture aspect ratios may be employed;

e)
that high-definition television systems use new scanning standards;

f)
that new television broadcasting systems are being proposed, some analogue, some digital, some composite and some component;

g)
that television signals will increasingly be scrambled for conditional access;

h)
that in consequence of these various factors it will be necessary for conversions to be carried out at certain points in the signal chain and that such conversions may introduce impairments; 

j)
that bit-rate reduction techniques are being applied in recording, point-to-point transmission and in emission, and may also cause impairments;

k)
that it is therefore likely that the signal processes that may be carried out in one part of the signal chain will influence what processes are permissible in other parts of the chain,

decides that the following Question should be studied

How should the technical characteristics of the different parts of the signal chain be coordinated so as to ensure that the overall technical performance will satisfy the service objectives?

How should the test requirements and test methods used in the assessment of equipment or systems be coordinated to enable the performance of the signal chain as a whole to be established?
