Notes of Fifth Meeting, Thursday 1 March 2007
Before the beginning of the meeting a BR representative provided preliminary information concerning the ongoing conference preparatory work (see Attachment 1). 

1.
Meeting Agenda
As decided at its 4th meeting, this meeting of the Informal Group was dedicated to discussions on the “principle of rotation” as regards to the selection of a candidate for the chairmanship of the Conference.
2.
Definition and application of the “principle of rotation” for the selection of a candidate for chairmanship
Divergent views were expressed by representatives of the regional organizations and the ITU Member States concerning definition and application of the “principle of rotation”. The participants indicated that there was no definition of the “principle of rotation”.
Three regional groups (Arab Group, ATU, CEPT) again confirmed their candidates for the chairmanship of the Conference. The representatives of other regional organizations informed the meeting that there might also be candidates for the chairmanship of the Conference from their regional organizations.

There was no consensus on the application of principle of rotation and it was decided to continue consultations before and during the next meeting.

Some participants proposed inviting the ITU Secretary-General and the BR Director to carry out informal consultations with the ITU Member States and the regional organizations concerning the selection candidates for the chairmanship of the Conference and invited the ITU Secretary-General and the BR Director to inform the next Informal Group meeting about the consultation results and the proposed candidates. However, the BR Director, indicated that he saw no legal grounds for such actions, as the Secretary General is obliged to present his proposals to the meeting of the Heads of delegations to the WRC and not to any informal meetings beforehand.
3.
Selection of candidates for chairmanships of Committees and their Working Groups
Questions were raised on the selection of candidates for chairmanships of Committees and their Working Groups. The meeting concluded that the selection of candidates for chairmanship of Committees and Working Groups should not be linked with the selection of a candidate for the chairmanship of the Conference. The meeting invited the ITU Member States and the regional organizations to submit candidates for chairmanships of Committees and Working Groups to the next Informal Group meeting.

4.
Next meeting of the Informal Group

It was agreed that the next meeting of the Informal Group will take place on Monday, 3rd September 2007, at 14:00 (one day before the Council meeting).

Information concerning WRC preparatory work 


The BR Secretariat would like to provide some advance details concerning the ongoing conference preparatory work:

1)
The Conference Secretariat would like to announce that the WRC templates are under development and will be available on the Conference webpage from 8 March 2007.

2)
We would ask all Member States as well as all Regional Groups to submit, as soon as possible, any proposals that are available. At the time of submission, we would further request that the submitter provide a contact point to be used for the clarification of any questions that the Conference Secretariat may have regarding their proposals. A confirmation letter will be sent to each submitter indicating the document number that has been assigned to their respective proposals.

3)
It is the experience of the BR Secretariat that, in the case of multiple original language submissions, there will be discrepancies between the languages.  The Secretariat would request that all submitters establish and indicate the reference language to be used in case a difference between languages becomes apparent during the translation alignment process.

4)
In spite of the fact that the CPM Report to WRC-07 will be aligned following the closure of the CPM meeting, we would encourage all Member States and Regional Groups to use texts which have been extracted from the 2004 Edition of the Radio Regulations.  The Report of the CPM to WRC-07 will be numbered as Document 3 of the Conference.

5)  According to CA/165, Annex 4, the deadline for the submission for Focal Points for delegate registration is 15 April 2007.  The list of Focal Points will then be provided on the WRC-07 webpage as from 15 May 2007.  The actual on-line registration system will be functional as from 15 July 2007.
