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Introduction
The ninth plenary meeting (29th May 2005) decided that any change in the requirements (see paragraph 2.2 of  Doc.87(Rev.1)) will only be accepted with the agreement of the CNG, certified by the corresponding CNG Chairman and Vice-Chairmen (or in the case where more than one CNG is concerned, also by the Chairman and Vice-Chairmen of the neighbouring CNG), and provided that studies based on the results of the second iteration clearly demonstrate that these changes (in combination with other changes to the requirements) result in specific improvements for the countries concerned and for the coordination zone concerned (see also paragraph 4.2.3 of the same document).

Preparation of input data by administrations for third iteration 
All administrations are requested to submit to Data Processing Team (DPT) only changes in their requirements comparing to data which was used for second iteration. The submission must be done through Web submission system before Thursday, June 1st 18h00.

Before actual submission administrations should run the “validation and merge” facility of the Bureau’s RRC06 Requirements software (latest version, currently it is 2.07) in order to make correction to the data, if necessary, before submitting it to DPT.

Preparation of control documents of input data

Administrations which intend to modify their requirements are requested to do the following:

· Prepare the list of the changes they want to submit to DPT for third iteration;

· Obtain signatures from the affected administrations within CNG5 indicating that they accept the listed changes;

· Obtain signatures from the affected administrations outside CNG5 indicating that they accept the listed changes. If this is the case the list should also be signed by Chairman and Vice-Chairman of neighbouring CNG;

· Obtain at least verbal approval from other members of CNG5;

· Submit the signed paper to Chairman of CNG5 not later than 14h00 on Thursday, June 1st.

Acceptable changes include: reduction in power(ERP), suppression of requirements, reduction in antenna height.

Proposed organisation of CNG5 control of input data

CNG5 will have a meeting on Thursday at 14h00 in Room “A”.

At this meeting Chairman of CNG5 will, based on the documents submitted to him by administrations which intend to change their requirements, ask the meeting if there are objections to the proposed changes. 

If there are no objections from any of the administrations, the name of the requesting administration will be put on the list called “AGREED in CNG5” which will be submitted to DPT with signature of Chairman and Vice-Chairman.

If there are objections from any of the administrations, the request of the particular administration will be put on “pending list”.

After going through all documents delivered to chairman, the meeting will have break of 20 minutes, in which administrations in conflict (on the “pending list”) have the possibility to try to achieve agreement.

After 20 minutes the meeting of CNG5 will continue. If the objections have been removed, the objecting administration has to sign the document describing the wanted changes and in addition administration submitting changes to the requirements will be put on the list “AGREED in CNG5”.

If the objections have not been cleared, the requesting administration cannot submit any changes for third iteration. Chairman of CNG5 will for such cases give a list of administrations with instructions to DPT to use for them the data from second iteration.

Special arrangements in cases of agreement on part of changes

In special cases it could happen that only part of the changes is not accepted by objecting administration. In this case the requesting administration has to modify its data set in such a way that objected part is deleted from data set which will be submitted for third iteration. In case the file has already been submitted to DPT, the requesting administration must resubmit new file (until 18h00) with its requirements and after making necessary deletions. This resubmission has to have remark that it is replacing the previous one. 

All administrations in this situation will be put on the list “SECOND SUBMISSION” if they have already submitted something or on the list “TO BE CHECKED” in case this is the first submission.

The actual check if the requested action has been done correctly will be performed immediately after 18h00 by either Chairman or Vice-Chairman of CNG5 with help of DPT. 

In case submission has been done correctly the name of the administration will be inserted on the list “AGREED in CNG5” and deleted from the other.

In case submission has not been done correctly complete file will be rejected and Chairman of CNG5 will give instructions to DPT to use for the administration in question the data from second iteration.
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
