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1. Introduction
[bookmark: _3dy6vkm]The ITU Council Working Group on WSIS&SDG (CWG-WSIS&SDG) held its 39th meeting 17 October 2023. The work of the CWG-WSIS&SDG is conducted in line with PP Resolution 140 (Rev. Bucharest, 2022), and Council Resolutions: 1332 (Modified 2023), and 1334 (Modified 2023), including the Terms of Reference of the CWG-WSIS&SDG listed in the annex of this Resolution adopted at the ITU Council 2019.
The meeting was attended physically and virtually by more than 140 delegates, representing ITU Member States and Sector Members. The meeting considered 20 documents and 3 information documents. Mr Tomas Lamanauskas, Deputy Secretary-General, delivered welcoming remarks at the meeting. The meeting was chaired by Ms Cynthia Lesufi (South Africa). Vice-Chairs Ms Khayala Pashazade (Azerbaijan), Ms Renata Santoyo (Brazil), Mr Ahmed Saleem (Iraq, remote), Ms Mina Seonmin Jun (Korea (Rep. of), remote), Ms Janet Umutesi (Rwanda, remote), and Ms Susanna Mattsson (Sweden), were present.
2. Opening Remarks
Mr Tomas Lamanauskas, ITU Deputy Secretary-General, expressed appreciations to the Chair and Vice-Chairs for their continuous support to the WSIS process and the work of all Sectors of the ITU for many years. He highlighted ITU’s pivotal role in the implementation of the WSIS process, in collaboration with key WSIS Process co-organizers (UNESCO, UNDP, UNCTAD). He also emphasized on the ITU’s active role in UN-wide processes, including the Global Digital Compact and the Summit of the Future, Partner2Connect Digital Coalition, SDG Digital Day. He thanked the Group for efforts in guiding ITU and its Membership on the WSIS+20 process review, supporting ITU’s key role.
The Chair thanked the Deputy Secretary-General for his intervention and commitment towards the implementation of the WSIS Process. 
3. Adoption of the agenda
The agenda (CWG-WSIS&SDG-39/1) reflecting the distribution of the documents was adopted, including the late contribution (Document 21) by Japan. 
4. Adoption of the time management plan
The time management plan was adopted as proposed.
5. Update on implementation and follow-up actions to relevant ITU and UN resolutions and processes
5.1. PP-22 Resolutions and Council Resolutions 1332 and 1334 
5.1.1. The Chair highlighted the updates on the PP-22 Resolution 140,  which  includes the WSIS+20 review process, ITU's role in the WSIS Review, in particular its alignment with and contribution to the Our Common Agenda and the Summit of the Future, as well as the Council Resolutions 1332 and 1334. The Chair invited the Group to actively contribute to their implementation. 
5.2. UN resolutions, relevant reports and decisions: CSTD, ECOSOC and UNGA
5.2.1. Mr. Angel Gonzalez Sanz, representing the UN CSTD, provided an update on UN CSTD activities. The intervention by Mr. Sanz is available as an information document 4.
5.2.2. The Secretariat provided an update on the UN resolutions, relevant reports: a) references about ITU activities and initiatives on ECOSOC Resolution E/RES/2023/3 adopted by UN ECOSOC in June 2023; b) negotiations on the ICT for Sustainable Development and STI for Sustainable Development are ongoing in New York as part of the second committee.
5.3. UN Secretary-General’s “Our Common Agenda”
5.3.1. The Secretariat provided a briefing on the follow-up to the UNSG’s report and provided additional updates on the “Our Common Agenda” (CWG-WSIS&SDG-39/2). 
5.4. Sustainable Development Goals Summit 2023 and Summit of the Future 2024
5.4.1. The Secretariat presented the outcomes of the Sustainable Development Goals Summit 2023 (CWG-WSIS&SDG-39/4). It was highlighted that SDG Summit 2023 marked the halfway point to the 2030 deadline and aimed to address global crisis and reignite enthusiasm for achieving the 2030 Agenda. It was informed that the ITU’s Secretary-General made a statement in the Summit Leadership Dialogue on STI, emphasizing the pivotal role of digital transformation, particularly in light of lessons learned from the pandemic.  
5.4.2. The Secretariat informed the Group on the ongoing preparations for the 2024 Summit of the Future (CWG-WSIS&SDG-39/4), with Germany and Namibia re-appointed as Co-facilitators. The draft decision for the Summit, proposing the structure of the outcome document – A Pact for the Future, was recently adopted. 'A Pact for the Future,' will consist of a chapeau and five chapters: Sustainable Development and Financing for Development, International Peace and Security, Responsible Use of Science, Technology, and Innovation, Youth and Future Generations, and Transforming Global Governance. 
5.5. Internet Governance Forum 2023
5.5.1. Mr Keiji Hattori (Japan) provided highlights of the IGF 2023, which was hosted by the Government of Japan in Kyoto from 8 to 12 October 2023 under the theme of “The Internet We Want – Empowering All People’. Further, Mr. Chengetai Masango, representing the IGF Secretariat, reported that the event drew nearly 9,000 registered participants from 178 countries, and 5,500 attended on-site, with others participating online. The program featured over 300 sessions organized around eight sub-themes.
5.6. ITU Council contribution and participation at High-Level Political Forum (HLPF) 2023
5.7. The Secretariat presented the ITU Council contribution, as well as the WSIS Forum contribution at High-Level Political Forum (HLPF) 2023 (CWG-WSIS&SDG-39/3, CWG-WSIS&SDG-39/14). It was informed that next year HLPF will take place from 8 to 18 July 2024.

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a) WSIS Forum 2023 (highlights and outcomes): The Secretariat provided information in document 15 (CWG-WSIS&SDG-39/15) about the highlights and outcomes of the WSIS Forum 2023, which hybrid week was held from 13 to 17 March in Geneva, Switzerland, and continued with virtual workshops in April-May 2023. More than 2,700 participants from 150 countries worldwide engaged in the WSIS Forum 2023 hybrid week, joining both on-site and remotely.  The virtual workshops brought together a cumulative total of 5,000 participants (via livestreams and session recordings on Zoom and Facebook). The WSIS Forum 2023 saw a significant milestone, as the first female Chairperson, H.E. Dr. Emilija Stojmenova Duh, Minister of Digital Transformation, Republic of Slovenia, chairing the WSIS Forum 2023. 
b) WSIS+20 Forum High-Level Event (preparations): The Secretariat presented Document 5 on the preparation towards the WSIS+20 Forum High-Level Event, including the open consultation process and calls to action. The outcomes of ITU Plenipotentiary Conference 2022 through its Resolution 140 were highlighted, including those resolving that the WSIS Forum 2024 should be branded as WSIS+20 Forum High-Level Event in Geneva and serve as a platform for the WSIS+20 review to provide multistakeholder discussions and to take stock of the achievements and key trends, challenges and opportunities since the Geneva Plan of Action.  It was informed that the WSIS+20 Forum High-Level Event will take place from 27 to 31 May 2024 in Geneva and co-hosted by ITU and the Swiss Confederation. The Group was invited to contribute to the Open Consultation Process that is ongoing, while the First Open Consultation Process meeting outcomes that took place during IGF-23 in Kyoto were highlighted.
c) WSIS Fund in Trust 2024: The Secretariat highlighted the extrabudgetary nature of WSIS activity, securing its funding through contributions to its dedicated trust fund (CWG-WSIS&SDG-39/6). In line with Council Resolution 1332 as modified by ITU Council in 2023, all ITU membership and other stakeholders are encouraged to make voluntary contributions to the WSIS Trust Fund to support activities relating to the implementation of the WSIS outcomes and achievement of the SDGs, while the Council Resolution 1334 (Modified, 2023) encouraged the ITU membership to contribute to the WSIS Fund in Trust of the ITU to ensure efficient and effective implementation of the WSIS+20 Process.  
d) In documents CWG-WSIS&SDG-39/7 and CWG-WSIS&SDG-39/19 the Secretariat highlighted the ITU’s Contribution to the Implementation of the WSIS Outcomes Report for the year 2023, and presented activities of the three sectors and General Secretariat. The 2023 report presents detailed information on the key WSIS related initiatives and activities undertaken since November 2022 to November 2023.  The Secretariat thanked all Sectors (Standardization, Radiocommunication and the Development Sector) for providing their inputs and updates to this Report, which was submitted to the CWG WSIS&SDG for information and will be considered as the official submissions from ITU for different internal and external WSIS and SDGs process related meetings, such as the ITU Council, UN CSTD and other WSIS related meetings. On the ITU Roadmaps C2, C4, C5 and C6 (2023), as part of regular annual reporting, and mandated by PP and Council resolutions, the 2023 draft Roadmaps was presented highlighting the implementation and follow-up on the WSIS Action Lines where ITU is a lead-facilitator.  
e) Document 8 CWG-WSIS&SDG-39/8 on the WSIS Stocktaking 2023 and 2024 and document 9 CWG-WSIS&SDG-39/9 on the WSIS Prizes 2023 and 2024, were presented to inform the Group about the ongoing activities, in particular the outcomes of the WSIS Stocktaking 2023, and ongoing and planned activities related to the WSIS Stocktaking 2024. The Secretariat took opportunity to invite the members to continue contributing to WSIS Stocktaking, which contains more than 14,000 projects presenting their contribution to the implementation of the WSIS Action Lines and Sustainable Development Goals. The Members were encouraged to further promote this opportunity which is sharing and recognizing best digital practices around the world, and to submit online to the WSIS Prizes 2024 before deadline, set for 21 January 2024.
f) The Secretariat provided information on the strengthening collaboration between the ITU Study Groups and the WSIS Process and the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development (CWG-WSIS&SDG-39/16), highlighting the engagement of Study Groups towards the WSIS Forum. It also reflected on the collaborative efforts between the Study Groups and the WSIS Stocktaking and WSIS Prizes. Discussions on further collaboration with ITU-D, ITU-T, and ITU-R Study Groups and WSIS+20 Forum High-Level Event are ongoing, including the engagements of ITU Study Groups and synergies with the WSIS Process and WSIS+20 Forum HLE.
g) The WSIS Gateway project was also presented as an update to the Group (CWG-WSIS&SDG-39/10). Thanks to contributions to the WSIS Fund in Trust, sufficient resources were secured to begin the WSIS Gateway project which involves the redesign of WSIS websites and web applications to provide a new and unified web presence for all WSIS-related websites. The procurement process was concluded at the end of last year with the vendor Wishtree Technologies being selected for the project.  The project is now in the development phase having completed the preparatory phase which established the design, user-experience, and technical architecture for the Gateway. To date, significant progress has been made in the project’s implementation with final project completion scheduled for April 2024.
h) The Secretariat presented the work of UNGIS (CWG-WSIS&SDG-39/11), which held its annual meetings (UNGIS Leaders High-Level Meeting and UNGIS working-level meeting) on 14 and 17 March 2023 during the WSIS Forum 2023. ITU and UNDP took over the rotational Chairmanship of UNGIS for the period 2023-2024, and the Vice-Chairs for this period are UNESCO, UNCTAD, and UN ESCAP.  UNGIS members have been actively contributing to various global processes and emphasizing the significance of information and communication technologies. At IGF 2023, UNGIS organised a meeting to highlight WSIS+20 review discussions and exchange ideas, aiming to strengthen collaboration and coordination among UN players.
i) The Secretariat provided updates on the implementation of the WSIS process at the regional level in 2023 (CWG-WSIS&SDG-39/17), which is being coordinated in collaboration with the ITU Regional Offices, UN Regional Commissions, and other regional bodies.  ITU is working in collaboration with the UN Regional Commissions and other regional organisations to hold regional WSIS reviews, exploring the implementation of WSIS Action Lines and SDGs in the regions. These reviews serve as a platform to assess the national implementation of WSIS Action Lines and SDGs.  ITU Regional Offices are strengthening multistakeholder collaboration at the regional level to facilitate the implementation of WSIS. 
j) The Secretariat present the report in Document 12 (CWG-WSIS&SDG-39/12) that depicts the activities of the Partnership on Measuring ICT for Development (the Partnership) since the previous report to the CWG-WSIS meeting in January 2022. The report provides information on the work on ICT indicator methodology carried out by the ITU and UNCTAD through their respective expert groups; the online training materials on telecom, households and business ICT statistics; the launch of the ITU’s Facts and Figures 2022 and of the ITU DataHub; ITU’s work on mobile phone big data for measuring the information society and the ITU’s project on promoting and measuring universal and meaningful connectivity. Finally, it described planned activities of the Partnership, including its report to the UN Statistical Commission 2024 and statistical capacity building activities.
k) The Secretariat provided information (CWG-WSIS&SDG-39/13) about the celebration of World Telecommunication and Information Society Day in 2023 and informs about the themes for WTISD in 2024 and in 2025 as resolved by Council 2023. The theme of WTISD-23 was “Empowering the Least Developed Countries through Information and Communication Technologies”. On 17 May, in Geneva, an event was organized to encourage ITU’s membership and partners to support the campaign launched by Partner2Connect in February 2022 and especially, to raise the commitments already identified to bring the LDCs online as quickly as possible, and to increase the value of pledges, in general, to USD 100 billion by 2026. During the Council 2023 session, in July, Resolution 1416 was adopted, which resolves the themes for 2024 as “Digital innovation for sustainable development” and for 2025 as “Gender equality in digital transformation", as per suggestions received from Member States. ITU Membership was encouraged to promote the day and to join the celebrations around the world.
l) Agenda items: l) Roadmap for ITU's activities to help achieve the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development; m) SDG Digital 2023; n) Partner2Connect were presented by the Secretariat: 
· Partner 2 Connect (P2C) and the SDG Digital event, both reflecting ITU's commitment to fostering global digital cooperation and key elements of the Roadmap for ITU's activities to help achieve the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development were presented. P2C emphasizes strong public-private partnerships, currently with over 800 pledges with a value of almost USD $32 billion, spanning the focus areas of access, adoption, value creation, and incentivizing investments. The goal is to achieve USD $100 billion in pledges by 2026. Since our update on P2C at Council, we held a very successful P2C session on the occasion of SDG Digital event, where 8 new pledges were announced, garnering financial, strategic, and operational commitments from various entities, details of which are in the document.  New pledges by Korea and Saudi Arabia were appreciated.  
· The meeting was informed that the planning for the Second P2C Annual Meeting will take place on 12 December 2023 at the ITU Headquarters in Geneva, which will further highlight the progress. ITU is actively integrating P2C with WSIS, aligning with its action lines and developing a comprehensive roadmap to contribute to the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development, which will be shared at the upcoming CWG WSIS & SDG meeting, further solidifying ITU's leadership in the global digital conversation. 
· ITU-D provided an update on the P2C activities at the Regional Development Forum and highlighted the following events:
· Regional Development Forum for Europe, Timisoara, Romania (22-23 May 2023)
· Regional Development Forum for Americas, San Salvador, El Salvador (16-18 May 2023)
· Regional Development Forum for Asia and the Pacific, Bangkok, Thailand (13-15 September)
· Regional Development Forum for Africa, Addis Ababa, Ethiopia (3-5 October May 2023)
· The Secretariat presented updates on the SDG Action Weekend, providing additional details on SDG Digital, Partner2Connect, and the High Impact Initiative on Digital Public Infrastructure. The SDG Digital Day was announced during this year's WTISD on May 17th. Held at the UN Headquarters in New York on September 17th, in partnership with UNDP and with the UN System, the SDG Digital event focused on scaling digital solutions for the SDGs, including the launch of the High Impact Initiative on Digital Public Infrastructure (DPI). The SDG Digital Acceleration Agenda was also launched on the occasion of the SDG Digital event, and provides a comprehensive roadmap addresses critical challenges across 17 SDGs, emphasizing digital skills, governance, financing, infrastructure, and security.
7. Preparation to the Overall Review on the Implementation of the WSIS Outcomes: WSIS Beyond 2025
7.1. The Secretariat presented the Overview of WSIS+20 Review and Vision beyond 2025 in a form of a PowerPoint presentation.
7.2. Representative from UNESCO, Mr Davide Storti, provided a briefing to the meeting on UNESCO’s activities on the WSIS implementation process, in particular to the ongoing preparation to the WSIS+20 review on the Implementation of the WSIS Outcomes. He underlined the important contribution of UN agencies in the review of the WSIS process. He thanked the ITU for the continued cooperation in these processes including through the co-organization, together with UNDP and UNCTAD, of the WSIS Forum, which is driving the multistakeholder community of WSIS, including through the consultations that were mentioned in ITU’s presentation on WSIS+20 preparatory process. He further noted that UNESCO will underline the close collaboration with ITU, UNDP and UNCTAD and others in this process at the upcoming 42nd General Conference in Paris, November 2023, where UNESCO’s Member States will be discussing the WSIS+20 preparation process and the Organization’s contribution to the review.
7.3. South Africa presented the Contribution by China and South Africa on WSIS+20 Review Process and the Vision of WSIS Beyond 2025: Contribution to the Summit of Future (CWG-WSIS&SDG-39/20). The document acknowledged the efforts of the ITU Secretary General in implementing the WSIS+20 roadmap and the collaboration of various UN agencies. It highlighted that the WSIS+20 Forum High-Level Event in 2024 should involve a multistakeholder preparatory process to produce an outcome. This outcome will include an analysis of WSIS achievements, identification of gaps, assessment of WSIS Action Lines, and revision of WSIS targets. Switzerland is proposed to lead the multistakeholder preparatory process for this event with the support of the CWG WSIS&SDG Chair and Vice-Chairs. The outcomes of the WSIS+20 Forum High-Level Event would serve as ITU's official contribution to the Summit of the Future through the CWG WSIS&SDG. 
8. The Group considered and discussed with appreciation all contributions forwarded to this meeting and made the following recommendations:
8.1. WSIS Forum 2023 (highlights and outcomes) 
8.1.1. The Group appreciated all efforts made towards the success of the WSIS Forum 2023 and its outcomes. 
8.2. WSIS+20 Forum High-Level Event (preparations)
8.2.1. The Group noted all updates on the calls for action for the preparations of the WSIS+20 Forum High-Level Event, including its First Open Consultation Process meeting that took place at IGF 2023.
8.2.2. The Group encouraged the Secretariat to continue collaborating with all UN agencies, including GDC and Summit of the Future discussions.
8.3. WSIS Fund in Trust 2024
8.3.1. The Group appreciated the contributions of the WSIS Forum 2023 partners. 
8.3.2. Membership and all WSIS stakeholders were invited to contribute to the WSIS Fund in Trust and to explore the WSIS+20 Forum High-Level Event partnership packages. 
8.4. ITU's contribution to the implementation of the WSIS outcomes and ITU Roadmaps C2, C4, C5 and C6 (2023)
8.4.1. The Group requested the Secretariat to update the existing document with all the WSIS Action Lines, where ITU is a lead facilitator, and to present it to the next CWG-WSIS&SDG. 
8.5. WSIS Stocktaking and WSIS Prizes 2023 and 2024
8.5.1. The Group appreciated all updates provided regarding the WSIS Stocktaking and WSIS Prizes activities. 
8.5.2. The Group encouraged to actively contribute to the calls for action. 
8.6. ITU Sectors Study Groups activities related to the WSIS and SDG processes
8.6.1. The Group noted the continuing work between the ITU Sector Study Groups and the WSIS process. 
8.7. WSIS Gateway
8.7.1. The Group noted all the updates on the ongoing developments of the WSIS Gateway platform.
8.8. United Nations Group on the Information Society (UNGIS)
8.8.1. The Group appreciated updates on UNGIS activities and its contributions to other UN processes, highlighting the importance of digital in accelerating the achievement of the SDGs. 
8.9. Regional activities towards alignment of WSIS and SDG processes
8.9.1. The Group appreciated the coordination between ITU, UN CSTD, UN Regional Commissions and other UN Agencies involved in implementing the WSIS outcomes at the regional level and planning the WSIS+20 review meetings. 
8.9.2. The Group encouraged the ITU Regional Offices to continue facilitating the participation and engagement of the Member States in the regional activities and projects. 
8.9.3. The Membership was invited to participate in the regional events organised by ITU and regional organisations on WSIS and SDGs.
8.10. Partnership on Measuring ICT for Development
8.10.1. The Group appreciated the document presented and sought clarification on the different ICT and SDG indicators. 
8.11. World Telecommunication and Information Society Day (WTISD) 2023 
8.11.1. The Group noted the WTISD 2023 celebrations with appreciation.
8.11.2. The Membership was invited to actively participate in commemorating the theme of WTISD-24 on Digital Innovation for Sustainable Development and WTISD-25 on Gender Equality in Digital Transformation. 
8.12. Roadmap for ITU's activities to help achieve the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development
8.12.1. The Group noted the activities presented and looked forward to receiving the roadmap document for the next CWG-WSIS&SDG meeting. 
8.13. The Secretariat was requested to further engage with the GDC and Summit of the Future seeking for alignment that is well coordinated and complementary between the GDC and WSIS outcomes
8.14. SDG Digital 2023
8.14.1. The Group appreciated the convening of the SDG Digital, which demonstrated ITU’s leadership to showcase the power of digital to achieve the SDGs.
8.14.2. The Secretariat was requested to provide clarification on why the Digital Public Infrastructure High Impact Initiative was discussed during the SDG Digital 2023 event. It was clarified that given that ITU and UNDP have been selected by the Deputy Secretary-General of UN as the lead on DPI High-Impact Initiative, and since the DPI is an element of national digital transformation, it was relevant to highlight the HII on the DPI at the SDG Digital event. 
8.15. Partner2Connect
8.15.1. The Membership was invited to participate in the Second Annual P2C Meeting on 12 December at the ITU Headquarters, which will also be an opportunity to provide updates on the progress of pledges implementation. 
8.16. Preparation to the Overall Review on the Implementation of the WSIS Outcomes: WSIS Beyond 2025 and made the following recommendations:
8.16.1. The Group noted with appreciation the efforts by the Secretariat in providing updates on the ongoing WSIS+20 review preparations, following the ITU SG’s WSIS+20 Roadmap and PP Resolution 140
8.16.2. The Group noted with appreciation the collaboration between ITU, UNESCO, UNCTAD, UNDP and other UN agencies involved in the WSIS+20 review preparations 
8.16.3. The Group noted with appreciation the contribution by China and South Africa: WSIS+20 review process and the vision of WSIS beyond 2025: contribution to the Summit of the Future (document 20) 
8.16.4. The Group invited the proponents of the Contribution by China and South Africa to take into account the comments made and consider revising and present the contribution to the next CWG WSIS&SDG
8.16.5. The Secretariat was requested to prepare an ITU contribution to the WSIS+20 Forum High-Level Event and the Summit of the Future in 2024, which is to be made available 30 days before the next CWG WSIS&SDG.
9. Other Business
9.1. The Group requested the time for the next CWG WSIS&SDG to be extended, given the number of contributions and lengthy discussions.
9.2. The Secretariat was requested to provide information on ITU’s activities towards GDC.
9.3. The Secretariat was requested to provide information to the next CWG WSIS&SDG on rules and procedures for including comments from Member States in contributing to external processes.
