In order to monitor the tariff situation in the African countries, two studies have been carried out since 1999. The studies produced significant results and were found by TAF Group to be extremely useful. The last results of the analysis of replies may be found in Report TAF-R4 of March 2000.

At its meeting in Nairobi (Kenya) from 8 to 9 March 2000, TAF Group unanimously recognized that continuing to monitor the situation of tariff in the African Region would be useful for the harmonious implementation of cost orientated rates in this region. TAF Group then agreed to continue the monitoring and requested TSB to dispatch the new questionnaire for year 2001.

Administrations and recognized operating agencies of the African countries are therefore invited to reply before 1 March 2001 to the questionnaire annexed to this letter. The information supplied will be processed by TSB on a strictly confidential basis, and the results will be published as a contribution. The questionnaire is designed to throw more light on the tariff situation in the African countries and on the lines along which we should revise our Recommendations; it should also help to identify the steps to be taken by the African countries in the matter of reform of accounting rates.
