	Clarification of previous policies for .int


The purpose of this document is to present some clarifications concerning the history of registration policies for the Internet top-level domain “.int”.

The “.int” domain was initially managed informally by Paul Mockapetris, in accordance with IETF RFC 1581, which states in section 3:

Second level names in INT are registered by the PVM at ISI.EDU

Section 3 also states:

2) These designated authorities [managers of top-level domain names] are trustees for the delegated domain, and have a duty to serve the community. …

…

4) Significantly interested parties in the domain should agree that the designated manager is the appropriate party. …

When registering names in “.int”, Mr Mockapetris followed IETF RFC 1591 of March 1994, which states in section 2:

INT - This domain is for organizations established by international treaties, or international databases. 

However, it appears that RFC 1591 was only loosely followed, since in May 1996 “ymca”, which is not a treaty organization, was registered under “.int”.  (YMCA is the Young Men Christian Association).  For the date of this registration, see the IANA WHOIS record reproduced in Annex A.

There are several other registrations under “.int” for organizations that are not treaty organizations, for example “efo”, “issa”, “redcross”, “ripe”, “tpc”.

As a result of various discussions regarding the future of the IANA function, by 1996 there was general agreement to transfer the management of “.int” to ITU.  Mr Mockapetris fully supported this idea, and in fact had initiated it; Mr Jon Postel (author of IETF RFC 1591 and responsible for much of the management of the DNS at that time) also supported it.  ITU conducted extensive consultations both within the UN system and also with non-UN agencies concerning the policies that should be applied to the “.int” domain.  A relatively detailed summary of events related to the management of “.int” and of discussions related to transfer to ITU can be found in Document 5 at:

A draft of the policies developed by ITU on the basis of consultations was submitted to Mr Postel in May 1996.  Mr Postel approved the policies in general, and made a few specific comments.  Mr Postel’s E-Mail containing his comments is contained in Annex B. 

Regarding the question of whether or not to broaden “.int” to include non-treaty organizations, Mr Postel stated:

Well, I’ll really leave it up to you, though I favor sticking with the “international treaty defined organization” test.  If you want to allow a broader set of orgs to be in INT please try to define the criteria you would use to decide what is in or out, and lets some of us give you test cases.

On the basis of comments received during the broad consultation, the proposed policies were refined, and the final version can be found in Document 1 at:

http://www.itu.int/ITU-T/worksem/int/documents/index.html 

It should be noted that the version contained in Document 1 formed the basis of the first draft of the proposed new ITU-T Recommendation E.int.  In particular, 4a of Document 1 provides for the registration of “any institution, program or subsidiary organ established by the international organization, provided it has specific aims and its own rights and obligations.”  This provision had been agreed on the basis of wide consultation with all concerned parties.

Subsequent to Mr Postel’s death in late 1998, discussions on transfer of management of “.int” to ITU continued, and the IANA site was updated to show the current policies for registration in “.int”, as well as stating that management was expected to be transferred to ITU.  The IANA site pointed to the policies developed by ITU on the basis of the consultations referred to above.

Annex C shows a printout of the search results in “www.archive.org” for “www.iana.org/int.html”.

Annex D shows the policies in effect in August 1998.  Annex E shows the policies in effect in April 2000.  Note that IANA introduced in April 2000 the restriction “only one registration is allowed for each organization”, a restriction that had not previously existed.  There were no consultations concerning that restriction, nor was the matter discussed or approved by the ICANN Board.  This restriction was not in accordance with the requirements of international treaty organizations, which are typically known by acronyms in more than one language (for example, UIT and ITU). 

The references on the IANA web site to a transfer to ITU were removed in 2002.  There were no consultations concerning this, nor was the matter discussed or approved by the ICANN Board.

Annex F shows the policies in effect in August 2002.  Annex G shows the policies in effect in November 2002.

Annex H shows a printout of the search results in “www.archive.org” for “www.iana.org/int-dom/”, which is the site currently used by IANA for the “.int” domain.

Annexes I and J show the policies in effect in August 2002 and November 2002, which are identical to the ones shown in Annexes F and G.

Annex K shows the current policy, which is identical to the one of Annexes J and G.

None of the policies of Annexes D through K were submitted for consultation, nor were they discussed or approved by the ICANN Board.

Bob:

At http://www.itu.ch/intreg/ you can find a very early draft of an
.int Policy document. This is very preliminary and needs a lot of
work but is a first shot. The links off the policy document are
currently broken but will appear. A few comments:

I've taken a look at it. Looks good. A few comments below:

1. Is it really appropriate that the 'international databases'
continue to be registered under .int? Also see the definition for
international databases (limited to supporting Internet
infrastructure services). Someone here has mentioned that he thought
it might be more appropriate to migrate this under .net because .net
seems to be also used for Internet infrastructure support (e.g.,
rs.internic.net). Comments?

No. I think we want to keep the databases under .INT. I think .NET
will become much like .COM in the near future.

2. As I've written in the draft policy doc, I have defined
'international organizations as being 'international treaty
organizations of a governmental nature'. Although referring to
organizations that are currently in .int should not necessarily
define the policy, organizations like 'ymca', who is in .int,
obviously doesn't fall in this category.

How did "ymca" get in ??? No reason to let mistakes of the past
dictate police for the future.

Specifically referring to

governmental treaty organizations would also probably exclude
organizations like ISO, IEC, IATA and International Committee of the
Red Cross (CICR,ICRC). We also have the problem of organizations
which started out as treaty organizations such as SITA (in .int) and
Inmarsat, Intelsat (also in .int) who are/are in the process of
being privatized/commercialized. I think we will need to broaden
the definition to reflect what is in .int and be more flexible. The
challenge is to come up with a good definition. Any comments?

Well, i'll really leave it up to you, though i favor sticking with the
"international treaty defined organization" test. If you want to allow
a broader set of orgs to be in INT please try to define the criteria you
would use to decide what is in or out, and lets some of us give you

test cases.

3. We don't know what fees we would charge (if any) but obviously if
'Internet databases' is maintained in .int, there obviously would
not be a charge for those.

Right.
In the policy statement, we say
specifically that we may waive fees (e.g., for humanitarian

organizations?)

This gets interesting. If you will treat everyone the same, but waive
fees for a few, there may be questions asked. I think you need to

define up front the conditions for having fees waived. This also ties back to how orgs
apprpriate to register in INT are defined.

4. If the database category is maintained in .int and with the
definition given, I suggest that this is cleared on application with
the current Chair of the IAB (Point 3). Comments?

Ok with me. I think it is a good idea to tie the creation of a
database needed to support the Internet infrastructure with a review by
the chair of the Internet Architecture Board. Maybe the infrstructure
and the archiotecture could be related?

5. Dispute resolution (which we hope is minimal) will have to be
much better refined. We are tracking discussions on newdom and at
http://www.law.georgetown.edu/lc/internic/domainl.html. And of
course we will be getting input on the evolving drafts from our
legal people here.

Ok. Good luck.

6. Rejecting applications on the basis of similarity to common 2nd
level domain names under ISO 3166 country codes (e.g., .us, see
Point 6) is probably not a good idea since there is no universal
consensus on what these are but this is policy of some
{http://www.namesnet.co.uk/text/guidelines.html) Comments?

Right. I think that may be a problem. I would not want to make those
decisions on a case by case basis. Could you come up with a list up
front?

7. Idem for rejection on basis of a number starting a domain name is
probably also not a good idea since there is precedent (e.g.,
3com.com, 7up.com). Could put in clause that usage should be
justified and part of entity name or service?

Why bother with the restriction?

8. From traffic I've seen, it is probably not a good idea to bounce
off newdom list or publically discuss in
comp.protocols.tcp-ip.domains until very refined (or not at all)?
Comments?

I don't think this needs review by newdom, or anybody else really. We
can just do it. You should fully expect to revise your policies pretty
regularly as you get some experience.

9. Note 'reserved' names concept which I got from SWITCH folks
(along with a lot of other ideas). I think this is a good concept to
avoid future problems and gives us a good reason to contact the
various international organizations and let them know we're holding
their common multilingual acronyms in reserve.

Again, i think you are better off if you can make that list before you
start operations.

10. Note consideration for multilingual requirements (Point 5).
It is a nice touch.

11. As discussed, whatever refined policy we arrive at will have no
impact on existing registrations except in the case of mutually
agreed (between organization and Registry) migration of
organizations that don't fit out of .int.

Correct.

12. Note use of 'through a cooperative agreement with IANA' in
definition of 'Registry' at the top - I think this will avoid
political problems - trying to avoid use of the term 'delegated to'
i)





Ok with me.
Other comments on the policy:

Somehow point 6 and all the reasons for rejecting a proposed name
seemed a little low level (over detailed) for this document. Some of
the reasons may be very difficult to enforce in an evenhanded manner
(for example, "in bad taste (in any language)", or "when combined
constitute an trademark infringement" (also in any language?)

On point 7 on Name Servers - 1 suggest requiring that the two
nameservers be on different continents (shouldn't be hard for truly
international organizations to arrange).

In the past, the .int top-level domain was used both for international treaty-based
organizations and for Internet-infrastructure purposes. Because of the need for secure
and stable management of the infrastructure aspects of the .int domain, from the time of
its inception in 1988 the .int domain was administered by personnel at the University of
Southern California/Information Sciences Institute. This activity was assumed by
ICANN as part of the transition of the IANA functions from USC/ISI to ICANN at the
time of ICANN's establishment. In 2000 the Internet Architecture Board recommended
that any new infrastructure subdomains be established within .arpa and that
consideration be given to migrating existing infrastructure subdomains in .int to .arpa.
See also RFC 3172, Appendix A (28 April 2000 letter from Karen Rose to Louis Touton
designating administration of .arpa as an additional IANA function). ICANN is
currently working with the IAB to progress with the transition and has committed to the
stability of the infrastructure subdomains within .int for however long they need to be in
place, with guidance from IAB/IETF as to their management.

Accordingly, subdomains are now established in .int only for international treaty-based
organizations.
