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1 Introduction
In response to ITU-T SG 16 on “LS to ITU-T FG IPTV on video coding technology selection and testing” (Ref.: TD 338 PLEN/16) in FG IPTV-IL-0029, for AVS video standard application, we provide some evidences to support AVS application. In the first FG IPTV meeting, we agreed to take choice of AVS as one of options with H.264/AVC, MPEG 2, etc. in IPTV video coding and instead of FG IPTV‑ID‑0021 requesting.
2 Trials for AVS video standard application 
From September 2006, China Netcom group integrated a true AVS based end-to-end IPTV system successfully, and put it in Dalian city of China for broad trial over 3000 customers. From testing and pre-operation, everything is fine enough until now.
The AVS headend system converts original MPEG2 coding data to AVS coding stream and transmit it in IPTV system; the STB receives the data and decodes the AVS content correctly. All program and systems such as EPG, content delivery, service management system, interface to conventional supporting system by billing, accounting, etc. are running very well with AVS codes. 

After the trial, the system is going to be extended for AVS application in China Netcom Group over one hundred million customers and go national wide application quickly.
3 Proposal

From this trial, we believe that AVS can be considered as one of options of AV coding by FG IPTV in align with other AV coding standards such as H.264, MPEG 2, etc..
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
