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1 Introduction
This contribution proposes to introduce the content management function into NGN based IPTV architecture.
2 Discussion
2.1 General discussion
Generally speaking, there is some initial descriptive information related with a specific media content owned by Content Provider., e.g. the name of a movie, the time duration, a brief introduction etc.

In order to provide IPTV services friendly, the user need to learn these information so as to make a decision. Therefore, the Service Provider need to get and manage the necessary content related information from the Content Providers and provide them to the end user via Electronic Program Guide or some other means. 
2.2 Content management Function
This contribution proposes to introduce a Content Management Function in the application layer of the NGN based IPTV architecture to fulfil the content management requirement. 
The functionality of CMF (Content Management Function) is as follows:

· Serve as the contact point with the Content Provider;

· Get and manage the content related information, i.e. content metadata, from the Content Provider, including identifier of the content, the time duration, the brief introduction etc.
