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Abstract

This contribution proposes to include the IPTV architecture documents for discussing IPTV architectures to the discussion items in FG-IPTV.
1. Introduction

The ETSI TISPAN has been discussing the IPTV architecture based on NGN environment for several months.  The Liaison Report from TISPAN was sent to FG-IPTV, which includes IMS-based and non-IMS-based IPTV architectures.  Since the role of ITU-T is to make global standards, FG-IPTV should refer and take into account of IPTV standardization activities of the other IPTV standard organizations, especially TISPAN and ATIS.  The collaboration between TISPAN and ITU-T was successful within the context of the publication of the NGN release 1 work.  In the architecture discussion conducted by WG1 of the FG IPTV, TISPAN documents will be very helpful to progress IPTV architecture document efficiently, as were ATIS documents for the edition of the requirements document of WG1.  The duplication of developing IPTV architecture based on NGN environment should be avoided between TISPAN and ITU-T FG-IPTV.  Since the working period of FG-IPTV is limited, it is needed to work effectively.
2. Proposal

Proposal 1:

This contribution proposes to take into account the IPTV architecture documents of TISPAN, which are listed in the input Liaison Report for this FG-IPTV meeting from ETSI, for discussing the NGN-based IPTV architectures in FG-IPTV.  Although FG-IPTV must deal with an important number of contributions for NGN-based architectures, the TISPAN’s architecture documents should be discussed like any other contribution.
Proposal 2:

 The second proposal of this contribution is the insertion of the following sub-section which describes common architectural aspects of NGN-based IPTV architecture into section 8.3 of the current Architecture output document edited by WG1 of FG IPTV.  The new subsection is:
“8.3.1 Common architectural aspects of NGN-based architectures.”
This is because IMS-based and non-IMS-based architectures have common functions such as security and charging.  The proposed sub-section should describe these common functions between two NGN-based architectures.
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
