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1. Introduction

IPTV service providers need to strive not to allow content that is deemed offensive or unsuitable for the possible audience to be delivered to the client. The ability to indicate “parental control rating” is one example in which such need is apparent. Since IPTV is presumably more directly global, as is obvious from the practices on the Internet, as opposed to more regionalized conventional broadcasting, the consideration of regional and cultural differences with respect to the criteria by which such guidance is made is an even more important desideratum in the IPTV environment.  It is desirable that such rating or guidance information be detailed enough, and at the same time general enough, to allow for various extensions and modifications if necessary, depending on, e.g., place and time.
In order to improve upon the list of requirements for IPTV with respect to such desiderata, this contribution proposes changes to the current FGIPTV-C-0260.
2. Discussion

There are two requirements relating to parental rating in FGIPTV-C-0260, but these requirements do not allow for the afore-mentioned generality or detailedness. 
3. Proposal

This contribution proposes to replace text in the IPTV Architecture requirement items as follows: 
IPTV_NET_018 and IPTV_NET_024 in the section 5.4 of FGIPTV-C-0260e:
We propose to replace IPTV_NET_018:

The IPTV Architecture shall provide mechanisms to support parental controls and the content rating system as required by the FCC rules. [IIF.ARCH.SERVICE.45]
With:

The IPTV Architecture shall provide mechanisms to support parental controls and the content rating system as required by recognized standards or rules.
We propose to replace IPTV_NET_024:

The IPTV Architecture shall provide mechanisms to support the enforcement of parental controls in a manner consistent with ratings defined by recognized content advisory boards. [IIF.ARCH.SERVICE.59]
With:

The IPTV Architecture shall provide mechanisms to support the enforcement of parental controls in a manner consistent with ratings defined by recognized bodies.
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
