Metadata for collective contents 

		As the relation between EPG metadata and EPG application, metadata for these collective contents need to be defined being separated from application for presentation of them. 









Metadata Criteria 

		Metadata for the collective contents should conform to the following criteria

		It should bind up various kinds of contents as a unified form

		It should be uniquely identified by an ID

		It should have contents description metadata for collection, itself 

		It should have various kinds of sub-contents description metadata

		It should be a unit of purchase

		It should be easy for user to store it to a local/remote storage 

		It should be easy for user to interchange it through a removable storage media









Metadata for Multiple episodes 

		As those criteria, metadata for each scenario at the first page are proposed as follows

		Multiple episodes of a series

		Unique ID for the collection of episodes

		Total number of sub-contents, where sub-contents is each episode

		Ordered flag to indicate whether the episodes are ordered or not

		Therefore, IDs of member components refer to various types of contents and their metadata, where metadata should describe characteristics for  application, image, text, AV, and etc.

		IntendedUser - primary intended educational user group (e.g. school teachers)

Package Metadata

		From the concern about metadata for a collective contents, we propose package metadata of TV-Anytime standard, as it fits for the criteria. 

		Though it is a little complicated because it targets on the broadcasting environment, and then provides at once many contents proper for various (terminal/network/ nature) environments, it could be lightened by profiling. 

		Therefore, we propose to utilize Package metadata for metadata for collective contents after some profiling
