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Abstract

This contribution proposes to add some requirements in sub-clause 5.1 of FG IPTV – DOC-0060.
Background and discussion
At the 3rd  FG IPTV meeting, some requirements were proposed. It was required that additional requirements should be proposed at the 4th FG-IPTV meeting. This contribution proposes that additional requirements should be reflected in sub-clause 5.1.
This proposal is aiming for the following scenarios. The first requirement achieves a flexible charging mechanism based on the location of the end device so that providers can change the rate. The second and third requirements achieve the network-based control in accordance with the provisional priority and current network resource including both Core IMS and IPTV. For example, even when the user sets up own schedule (e.g., meeting, recording IPTV, etc.) on the web in advance and the end device does not know that, the network can handle the voice call or other applications based on the policy.

Proposal
It is proposed to add the following requirements in the sub-clause 5.1.
5.1.2    Accounting and charging Requirements 

IPTV_ARC_XXX: The IPTV Architecture shall support appropriate billing and charging mechanisms according to the subscriber's location.

5.1.4.1.2 Service Provider 

IPTV_ARC_XXX: The IPTV Architecture shall make it possible for the service provider to control the active IPTV session (e.g., stop, pause, start and restart) based on the requirements from the network provider.
5.1.4.1.3 Network Provider 

IPTV_ARC_XXX: The IPTV Architecture shall make it possible for the network provider to indicate the service provider to control the active IPTV session (e.g., stop, pause, start and restart).
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
