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Abstract

This contribution proposes changes to sub-clause 5.6 of FG IPTV-DOC-0060, working document on IPTV services requirements.
Background

At the most recent FG IPTV meeting, i.e. 22-26 January 2007, significant progress was made and a better document was produced.

Discussion

This contribution proposes some editions intended to improve some users’ experience when using IPTV Terminals.

Proposal

It is proposed to make the following changes in section 5.6.1 Middleware:
	«IPTV_MID_011: The IPTV Terminal shall be able to notify the end-user of the terms and conditions (e.g. duration the viewer is entitled to consume the content, PPV, etc.) and also related expenses for the selected programs. <<where is the notification coming from> »
To address the editor’s question, this could be from the service provider or the content provider. Another enhancement has also been added to this requirement. It is proposed to change this to read:

«IPTV_MID_011: The IPTV Terminal shall be able to notify the end-user of the content or service provider’s terms and conditions (e.g. duration the viewer is entitled to consume the content, PPV, etc.), related expenses and available accessibility features (captions, subtitles, descriptive audio, and multiple supplementary video streams) for the selected programs. »



Furthermore, it is proposed to add the following requirement in section 5.6.1 Middleware:
	5.6.1 Middleware
IPTV_MID_nn1: The IPTV Terminal should be able to use smartcards for setting user preferences according to EN1332-4.

It is proposed to add the following requirement concerning EPGs in section 5.6.2 Enhanced EPG, Channel and Menu Processing:
	5.6.2 Enhanced EPG, Channel and Menu Processing
IPTV_MID_nn2: The IPTV Architecture should provide the end-user capability to filter or prioritise the EPG display by accessibility feature available for each programme.
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
