Proposal

It is proposed to make the following changes to section 5.7:

	IPTV_PUB_015 is a repetition of IPTV_PUB_010 and should be deleted.

	IPTV_PUB_016 is a repetition of IPTV_PUB_011 and should be deleted.

	IPTV_PUB_017 is a repetition of IPTV_PUB_009 and should be deleted. However, the note that has been added to explain Universal Design should be relocated to PUB_009.

	IPTV_MID_013 is a repetition of IPTV_PUB_001 and should be deleted.

	«IPTV_ESI_401: The IPTV architecture shall support the recording and playback of content along with all available accessibility features (captions, subtitles, descriptive audio, and multiple supplementary video streams) whilst retaining the timing of the original. <<What is timing of the original>> »
Since there is confusion over the terms used, it is proposed to replace this clause with the following wording:

«IPTV_ESI_401: The IPTV architecture shall support the recording and playback of content along with all available accessibility features (captions, subtitles, descriptive audio, and multiple supplementary video streams) and maintain the synchronisation of all service components. »

	«IPTV_ESI_501: The IPTV Architecture shall support the capability for the end-user to select preferred on-screen layout for the supplementary video. .<<What is supplementary video??>> »
To enhance the meaning of this clause, it is proposed to replace it with the following wording:

«IPTV_ESI_501: The IPTV Architecture shall support the capability for the end-user to select preferred on-screen layout for supplementary video streams, such as for sign-language interpretation. »
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
