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Abstract
　This contribution proposes changing some architectural requirements in section 6.1 of the IPTV service requirements document, which was developed in the 4th FG-IPTV meeting as FG-IPTV-doc-0083, to improve its level of comprehensiveness.
1. Introduction
  In the last FG-IPTV meeting in May, the output document of IPTV service requirements was developed in WG1 as FG-IPTV-doc-0083.  This document contains architectural requirements in the subsection 6.1, and they have been improved by several contributions. However, some of them are still unclear.  This contribution proposes some modifications of the requirements started with “WG6R-” to improve its level of comprehensiveness.
2. Discussion

  In section 6.1 in the FG-IPTV-Doc-0083, there are many requirements for middleware and applications.  These requirements which have a number started with “WG6R-” are not suitable for architectural requirement section.  These might be mistakes for editing the output document.  So, these requirements seem to be unnecessary.  In this contribution, deleting requirements and moving requirements into middleware and application section are proposed by re-examinations each requirement.
3. Proposal

The proposal of this contribution is the specific modifications listed in the following table.
