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Abstract

This contribution provides proposals on the correcting section 6.1 broadcast services and section6.2 On-demand services of “FG IPTV-DOC-0085 (7-11 May 2007), Working document: IPTV service scenarios” in order to enhance its consecution and correction. 
Discussion

After reviewing the Working document of WG1 of most recent FG IPTV meeting, i.e. 7-11 May 2007, I think it is necessary to adjust the structure and modify some errors of WG1’s Working Document: IPTV service scenarios.

The main modification and reasons are as follows.
a) Section 6.1.4  Electronic program guide (EPG) can not be considered as a broadcast services. We can find the definition of EPG from Working document: IPTV vocabulary of terms as follows.
(DOC-0095) Electronic Program Guide (EPG) [J.200]: A Program table that is presented electronically.
(DOC-0098) Electronic Program Guide (EPG) [J.200]: A Program table that is presented electronically.
From the definition we can see that EPG is only an electronical program table that through it we can watch broadcast services, on-demand services etc. So we can not consider it as a service.
b) Section 6.1.3 Pay Per View can not be considered as a service of broadcast services. We can find the definition from this section as follows.
6.1.3 Pay per view

· Pay per view is a streaming service that customers can purchase events or program to be seen on TV and pay for the choice of that events or program later. The user can buy the PPV service via on-screen guide, a telephone, or through a live customer service representative and see the events or program at any time within the expiration date.
· OPPV (Order-ahead PPV): The ability to order PPV programming ahead of time.
· IPPV (Impulsive PPV): The ability to order PPV programming impulsively.
From the defenition, we can see that pay per view is events or program from TV that was purchased by subscribers. It can be seen as a way to purchase IPTV service which can be broadcasting service or video on demand service.
c) Section 6.1.7 multi-angle service can not be considered as a broadcast service. We can find the definition from this section as follows.
6.1.7 Multi-angle service

· Multi-angle service is to provide more various different camera angles than the one station view. The viewer can select angle which he likes to watch. For example, when the customer watches the baseball game in TV, he can see the first base, third base, or backfield according to view’s wish not by the channel director’s attention. 
From the defenition, we can see that Multi-angle service is only a representative type of IPTV service which can be broadcasting service or video-on-demand service. May be we can rename it as Linear broadcast TV with Multi-angle. If so, we can also define a service of video on demand which is called video on demand with Multi-angle.

The other subsection of section 6.1 should be deleted according to this proposal such as pay per view, Electronic program guide (EPG).  Multi-angle service should be renamed as Linear broadcast TV with Multi-angle which is more accurate. Also the definition should be redefined as follows.

· Linear broadcast TV with Multi-angle is to provide more various different camera angles than the one station view in linear broadcast TV. The viewer can select angle which he likes to watch. For example, when the customer watches the baseball game in linear broadcast TV, he can see the first base, third base, or backfield according to view’s wish not by the channel director’s attention. 
Furthermore, we can define a service of on-demand with Multi-angle accordingly. The definition should be redefined as follows. It can be added to section 6.2 On-demand services.

· On-demand service with Multi-angle is to provide more various different camera angles than the one station view in on-demand service such as video on demand (VoD), music on demand or push vod. The viewer can select angle which he likes to watch. For example, when the customer watches the baseball game in on-demand service, he can see the first base, third base, or backfield according to view’s wish not by the channel director’s attention. 
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
