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1. Introduction
At the last meeting, we suggested web-based IPTV portal service scenario and it is adopted in the IPTV service scenarios document by WG1. At this meeting, we suggested update scenario. Web-based IPTV portal service means that the existing Terrestrial/Cable/Satellite TV contents can easily deliver through the IP network by integration of web and IP data services. 
This contribution proposes detailed considerations to support suggested scenario with WG4.
2. Considerations for the alignments with WG4 activities to support suggested scenario

· Network Protocols, Transport 
Not only the protocols that are necessary for IPTV services but also those that are relevant to more conventional, e.g., web-based services, to be used in conjunction with broadcasting, need to be discussed and reviewed so that the terminal receivers will be able to act as integrated web terminal. Those protocols will likely include RFC’s and other web-oriented specifications. Encoding and multiplexing are other issues that need to be addressed. For multicasting capability of web portal service it is envisaged that technologies like IGMP/MLD will be used, but the details have to be reviewed rigorously.
· Delivery mechanisms
Delivery mechanisms should support many different of applications for specific metadata formats to keep the system interoperable with existing applications. This provides flexibility in selecting/designing web-based IPTV transport protocol suited to various scenarios.
· Intelligent network

The network can automatically detect when users are accessing the network and determine both the type of service each user wishes to access and the type of device that is being used.
3. Proposal
We hope that considerations should be discussed by WG4 to support suggested scenario.
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
