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Abstract

The following is a list of useful metadata requirements extracted mostly from the contribution  “FG IPTV-C-0214: Primary Set of IPTV Services, Requirements and Outline of Metadata Specification”. Those are by no means exhaustive but most of them are recognized as primitive elements for IPTV services currently deployed in the market. This contribution proposes those elements should be appended to the current metadata requirements in FG IPTV-DOC-0083 titled “IPTV Services Requirements”.
Proposal

It is proposed to add the following requirements in “Metadata requirements” section.
#) IPTV Metadata is recommended to be able to describe; 
- Title with or without secondary title of the program, group (e.g. series, package)
- Copy rights information, name of owner of the contents

- Long and short form of service, channel name
- Channel number, minor channel number (used for “two-part” channel numbers)
- Affiliate (network affiliate, such as KNSD is an NBC affiliate, and KOMO is an ABC affiliate)
- Primary, secondary caption language
- URL of home page of service provider
- Content advisory for channel (to be able to label the “adult” channels and lock them out, if parents want)
- A/V attributes for channel (what codecs are needed, profiles & levels, etc., to decode and render content on the channel)
- Fragment information to indicate when metadata instance was last updated
- Awards; The title of the award, award organization, year of the award or nomination, etc.
- Credits; Actors, characters, key talent, key characters, writer, composer, conductor, etc.

- Location and time of production; The country in which the program was placed, etc.
- Review; critic’s review, etc.
- Segment, segment group
- Total number of items in a group,
- Ordered list (e.g. indicates episodic order) of items in a group
- Acquisition or delivery schedule, protocol and address
- First/repeat indication flag for broadcast event
- File format and size for download content
#) IPTV Metadata is recommended to be able to describe;

- Price

- Regional restriction
- Output & export control
- Trick mode enabled
- Maximum buffering size or duration.
#) IPTV Metadata is recommended to be able to describe;
- Metadata publisher or owner of metadata instance

- Copyrights for metadata instance

- Expiration period of metadata instance
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
