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Thank you for your hard work and kind information. ITU-T SG 13 Q.1 reviewed your working document of IPTV service scenarios (WD 116), based on the liaison statement (TD 283 (PLEN)). 

Q.1/13 would like you be aware of that the Rapporteurs of Q.8/13, Service scenarios and deployment models of NGN, attended the discussion about the scenario document in Q.1/13.  As the result, Q.1/13 can be the responsible Question of the service scenario document because the first sentence in cover page and the content of section 6.1 illuminate that the intention of this document is the scope of FG IPTV activity. Q.2/13 seems to be related for requirement parts and Q.8/13 for service scenario parts in the IPTV service scenario document.

Please notice that Q.1/13 has the following four comments and questions
1) Please clarify the exact meaning of the 3rd party provider in section 6.1;

2) Please clarify the meaning of “typical” in the 1st sentence in section 6.1. The word “typical” is not suitable for the defining the scope of the activity of FG IPTV.
3) Please clarify or show example the business use case in the case of multiple provider environments.
4) Please make more detailed description about combination of services, such as communication services. 
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
