Introduction

Easy installation of terminal device is an important consideration for the designing multimedia system like IPTV.  Clause 7.6 and related parts of FG IPTV-DOC-0125 provide the description about the mechanism for this purpose.

It is well-known fact that the network attachment is not achieved without interaction between terminal device and the network intended to be connected.  This contribution proposes the way of dealing with clause 7.6 and related text of IPTV-TD working document.

The reviewing activities have been motivated by TTC (the Telecommunication Technology Committee) in Japan and the source companies have voluntarily participated in this effort.

Discussion

The network attachment mechanism in the working document was originally proposed at 4th FG-IPTV meeting.  It was discussed by several WGs including WG5, but the proposal was placed in the Living List for further discussion. The same technology was proposed at 5th FG-IPTV meeting again.  At that meeting, participants pointed out that it is possible that the proposed technology is different from the actual practices of terminal initialisation. (see the WG5 meeting report, FG IPTV-R-0033)

The network attachment is achieved by close interaction between IPTV-TD and public network such as NGN.  If the network side functions, which are expected to be described in WG4 documents or recommendations produced by SGs (e.g. SG11 and 13), are not compatible with the mechanism described in the terminal document, the interoperability will be lost.  Hence, the review of network experts and information from network and service providers are vitally important.

Furthermore, the proposal made at the last meeting raised a question about the compatibility with current network practices.  This includes consideration for IPv6 environment that is gaining popularity in some countries.

It should be noted that the proposed mechanism would be useful if the network environment where this mechanism is applicable is identified. The current working document as well as the contribution proposing this mechanism does not specify the network environment or actual deployment of this mechanism.

Proposals

In order to involve network experts in this discussion and to produce network attachment mechanism meeting the practices and future plan of the network, the following work items are proposed.

· The current text of clause 7.6 and related parts of FG IPTV-DOC-0125 are sent to WG4 for further consideration.

· If there are some network environments where the mentioned mechanism can work, such network environments need to be identified.

· WG5 document describes network attachment mechanism based on the agreement and feedback made at WG4.  Such information will include terminal specific issues.
