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1 Introduction

In the WG3 output document of last meeting, the downloadable application protection mechanism has been considered according to three call flow in the Appendix VI. And it is still necessary to present some description text of the mechanism in the working document.
2 Proposals


It is proposed to move chapter 8.1 into chapter 8.2 Content Security Mechanism as a sub-chapter 8.2.4 Downloadable Application Protection Mechanism and add the following description text into chapter 8.2.4 of WG3 working document.

3 Proposed Text

8.2.4 Downloadable Application Protection Mechanism

Downloadable Application Protection Mechanism is to protect the downloadable application (such as software program) from illegal access such as download, running, copy, etc. It could consist of several aspects, such as:

1) Authorization: The application download server performs the authorization when receiving the application download or running request from ITF, and may accept or reject the requests based on the result of authorization.
2) Encryption/Decryption: The application download server performs the encryption of the application before transferring the application to the terminal device, and the terminal device performs the decryption after downloading or before copying/running the application.
NOTE – the detailed flow charts about these three aspects are shown in Appendix VI.
