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Working Group 2 of the ITU-T IPTV Focus Group is developing requirements related to the performance of IPTV systems.  WG2 would welcome input from the TM Forum SLAM team related to the service level specification of IP based video services, in particular IPTV services.  At the recent IPTV FG meeting it was noted that the term “Degraded Service Quality Event” had been defined within the TM Forum as a method for describing and measuring the effect of transient problems on service quality, WG2 would be interested to know if this concept has been applied to IP video services
